boards of education and certain parents and guardians; requiring the State 8 

Department of Education to support and facilitate each county board of education in 9 

publishing certain information on dental health in a certain manner; and generally 10 

relating to public schools and a certificate of dental health.

  [(3)] (4) On or before December 1, 2015, and every 5 years thereafter, 28 

submit to the Governor and, subject to § 2–1257 of the State Government Article, the 29 

General Assembly a summary of the information reported by the Department to the State 30 

Superintendent during the certification of the Health Education State Curriculum.  31 
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 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 1
