SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

(d) (1) A material, compound, mixture, or preparation that contains any of
the following hallucinogenic or hallucinogenic—like substances is a substance listed in
Schedule I:

(1) bufotenine;
(1)  diethyltryptamine;

(111) dimethyltryptamine;
