 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 22 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 23

Title 6 of this article, the District Court has exclusive original civil jurisdiction in: 3

the person receiving the citation may elect to stand trial by notifying the issuing agency of 10 

the person’s intention to stand trial at least 5 days prior to the date of payment as set forth 11 

in the citation. 12 

 

   (ii) On receipt of the notice to stand trial, the agency shall forward 13 

to the District Court having venue a copy of the citation and a copy of the notice from the 14 

person who received the citation indicating the person’s intention to stand trial. 15 

 

   (iii) On receipt thereof, the District Court shall schedule the case for 16 

trial and notify the defendant of the trial date under procedures adopted by the Chief Judge 17 

of the District Court. 18 

 

  (2) (i) A citation issued as the result of a vehicle height monitoring 19 

system, a traffic control signal monitoring system, or a speed monitoring system, including 20 

a work zone speed control system, controlled by a political subdivision, a school bus 21 

monitoring camera, [or] a bus lane monitoring system, OR A NOISE ABATEMENT 22 

MONITORING SYSTEM shall provide that, in an uncontested case, the penalty shall be paid 23 

directly to that political subdivision. 24 

 

   (ii) A citation issued as the result of a traffic control signal 25 

monitoring system or a work zone speed control system controlled by a State agency, or as 26 

a result of a vehicle height monitoring system, a traffic control signal monitoring system, a 27 

speed monitoring system, a school bus monitoring camera, [or] a bus lane monitoring 28 

system, OR A NOISE ABATEMENT MONITORING SYSTEM in a case contested in District 29 

Court, shall provide that the penalty shall be paid directly to the District Court. 30 

 

  (3) Civil penalties resulting from citations issued using a vehicle height 31 

monitoring system, traffic control signal monitoring system, speed monitoring system, 32 

work zone speed control system, school bus monitoring camera, [or] bus lane monitoring 33 

system, OR A NOISE ABATEMENT MONITORING SYSTEM that are collected by the District 34 

Court shall be collected in accordance with subsection (a) of this section and distributed in 35 

accordance with § 12–118 of the Transportation Article. 36 
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  (4) (i) Except as provided in paragraph (5) of this subsection, from the 1 

fines collected by a political subdivision as a result of violations enforced by speed 2 

monitoring systems, school bus monitoring cameras, [or] bus lane monitoring systems, OR 3 

NOISE ABATEMENT MONITORING SYSTEMS, a political subdivision: 4 

 

    1. May recover the costs of implementing and administering 5 

the speed monitoring systems, school bus monitoring cameras, [or] bus lane monitoring 6 

systems, OR NOISE ABATEMENT MONITORING SYSTEMS; and 7 

 

    2. Subject to subparagraphs (ii), (iii), and (iv) of this 8 

paragraph, may spend any remaining balance solely for public safety purposes, including 9 

pedestrian safety programs. 10

monitoring system in accordance with § 21–202.1 of the Transportation Article is 13 

admissible in a proceeding concerning a civil citation issued under that section for a 14 

violation of § 21–202(h) of the Transportation Article without authentication. 15 

 

 (b) A recorded image of a motor vehicle produced by a speed monitoring system 16 

in accordance with § 21–809 or § 21–810 of the Transportation Article is admissible in a 17 

proceeding concerning a civil citation issued under that section for a violation of Title 21, 18 

Subtitle 8 of the Transportation Article without authentication. 19 

 

 (c) A recorded image of a motor vehicle produced by a school bus monitoring 20 

camera in accordance with § 21–706.1 of the Transportation Article is admissible in a 21 

proceeding concerning a civil citation issued under that section for a violation of § 21–706 22 

of the Transportation Article without authentication. 23 

 

 (d) A recorded image of a motor vehicle produced by a vehicle height monitoring 24 

system in accordance with § 24–111.3 of the Transportation Article is admissible in a 25 

proceeding concerning a civil citation issued under that section for a violation of a State or 26 

local law restricting the presence of certain vehicles during certain times without 27 

authentication. 28 

 

 (e) A recorded image of a motor vehicle produced by a bus lane monitoring system 29 

in accordance with § 21–1134 of the Transportation Article is admissible in a proceeding 30 

concerning a civil citation issued under that section for a violation of § 21–1133 of the 31 

Transportation Article without authentication. 32 

 

 (f) A RECORDED IMAGE OF A MOTOR VEHICLE AND ANY RELEVANT 33 

RECORDED AUDIO PRODUCED BY A NOISE ABATEMENT MONITORING SYSTEM IN 34 

CONJUNCTION WITH A NOISE MEASURING DEVICE IN ACCORDANCE WITH § 22–612 35 

OF THE TRANSPORTATION ARTICLE IS ADMISSIBLE IN A PROCEEDING CONCERNING 36 
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A CIVIL CITATION ISSUED UNDER THAT SECTION FOR A VIOLATION OF § 22–602 OF 1 

THE TRANSPORTATION ARTICLE WITHOUT AUTHENTICATION. 2 

 

 (G) In any other judicial proceeding, a recorded image produced by a vehicle 3 

height monitoring system, traffic control signal monitoring system, speed monitoring 4 

system, work zone speed control system, school bus monitoring camera, or bus lane 5 

monitoring system OR A RECORDED IMAGE AND ANY RELEVANT RECORDED AUDIO 6 

PRODUCED BY A NOISE ABATEMENT MONITORING SYSTEM IN CONJUNCTION WITH A 7 

NOISE MEASURING DEVICE is admissible as otherwise provided by law. 8

OPERATOR TO MANUALLY REVIEW RECORDED AUDIO TO ENSURE A VIOLATION HAS 19

PROVIDES SUFFICIENT EVIDENCE THAT THE PERSON HAS MADE ANY ALTERATIONS 9 

TO THE MOTOR VEHICLE NECESSARY TO AVOID FUTURE VIOLATIONS. 10 

 

    3. A LOCAL DESIGNEE MAY NOT BE EMPLOYED BY A 11 

NOISE ABATEMENT MONITORING SYSTEM CONTRACTOR OR HAVE BEEN INVOLVED 12 

IN ANY REVIEW OF A NOISE ABATEMENT MONITORING SYSTEM WARNING NOTICE OR 13 

CITATION, OTHER THAN REVIEW OF A WARNING NOTICE OR CITATION UNDER THIS 14 

SUBPARAGRAPH. 15 

 

    4. ON RECEIPT OF A WRITTEN QUESTION OR CONCERN 16 

FROM A PERSON, THE LOCAL DESIGNEE SHALL PROVIDE A WRITTEN ANSWER OR 17

 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 14 

October 1, 2024. It shall remain effective for a period of 4 years and, at the end of September 15 

30, 2028, this Act, with no further action required by the General Assembly, shall be 16 

abrogated and of no further force and effect. 17
