  (28) Violates any provision of this title; [or] 4 

 

  (29) Fails to submit to a criminal history records check in accordance with § 5 

3–302.1 of this subtitle; OR 6 

 

  (30) FAILS TO COMPLY WITH ANY BOARD ORDER. 7

 (a) Except as provided in this section for an action under § 3–313 of this subtitle, 9 

any person aggrieved by a final decision of the Board in a contested case, as defined in the 10 

Administrative Procedure Act, may petition for judicial review as allowed by the 11

 (b) Any person aggrieved by a final decision of the Board under § 3–313 of this 13 

subtitle may not appeal to the Secretary but may take a direct judicial appeal as provided 14 

in the Administrative Procedure Act. 15
