 (A) THE LICENSE HOLDER OR AN INDIVIDUAL DESIGNATED BY THE LICENSE 21 

HOLDER WHO IS EMPLOYED IN A SUPERVISORY CAPACITY SHALL: 22 

 

  (1) BE CERTIFIED BY AN APPROVED ALCOHOL AWARENESS PROGRAM; 23 

AND 24 

 

  (2) BE PRESENT ON THE LICENSED PREMISES AT ALL TIMES WHEN 25 

ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES MAY BE SOLD. 26 
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 (B) A LICENSE HOLDER WHO VIOLATES THIS SECTION IS SUBJECT TO: 1 

 

  (1) FOR A FIRST OFFENSE, A $100 FINE; AND 2 

 

  (2) FOR EACH SUBSEQUENT OFFENSE, A FINE NOT EXCEEDING $500 3 

OR A SUSPENSION OR REVOCATION OF THE LICENSE, OR BOTH. 4 

 
 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 5
