FOR the purpose of requiring that on conviction for a certain sexual offense involving 4 

a minor victim, a person who has not previously been convicted of  a certain 5 

sexual offense be monitored constantly with global positioning satellite tracking 6 

technology during any periods of probation and parole; requiring that on 7 

conviction for a certain sexual offense involving a minor victim, a person who 8 

has been convicted on a prior occasion not arising out of the same incident of  a 9 

certain sexual offense be monitored constantly with global positioning satellite 10 

tracking technology for life and pay the costs of the monitoring; and generally 11 

relating to monitoring of child sexual offenders. 12

  (2) PAY THE COSTS OF THE MONITORING.  18
