AN ACT concerning
Correctional Services — Diminution Credits — Education

FOR the purpose of awarding a one—time diminution credit to reduce the term of
confinement of an inmate if the inmate successfully obtains a certain educational
certificate, diploma, or degree; establishing the range for the diminution credit that
may be awarded; requiring the Commissioner of Correction to establish a uniform
system of deductions and participation criteria for awarding a certain diminution
credit; and generally relating to diminution credits.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Correctional Services

3-706.1.

(A) IN ADDITION TO ANY OTHER DEDUCTIONS ALLOWED UNDER THIS
SUBTITLE, AS AN INCENTIVE TO REDUCE A TERM OF INCARCERATION, AN INMATE
MAY BE ALLOWED A ONE-TIME DEDUCTION IN ADVANCE FROM THE INMATE’S TERM
OF CONFINEMENT IF THE INMATE SUCCESSFULLY OBTAINS:

(1) A CERTIFICATE OF COMPLETION OF A TECHNICAL OR
VOCATIONAL TRAINING PROGRAM APPROVED BY THE COMMISSIONER;
