 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 12 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 13

 (d) (1) The Commission is encouraged to approve provider applications for the 16 

following medical conditions: 17 

 

   (i) A chronic or debilitating disease or medical condition that results 18 

in a patient being admitted into hospice or receiving palliative care; [or] 19 

 

   (II) AN OPIOID USE DISORDER; OR 20 

 

   [(ii)] (III) A chronic or debilitating disease or medical condition or 21 
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the treatment of a chronic or debilitating disease or medical condition that produces: 1 

 

    1. Cachexia, anorexia, or wasting syndrome; 2 

 

    2. Severe or chronic pain; 3 

 

    3. Severe nausea; 4 

 

    4. Seizures; or 5 

 

    5. Severe or persistent muscle spasms. 6 

 

  (2) The Commission may not limit treatment of a particular medical 7 

condition to one class of providers. 8 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 9 

October 1, 2019. 10
