establishing certain defenses to a charge of an alleged violation recorded by a traffic 9 

control device monitoring system; prohibiting a contractor administering a traffic 10 

control device monitoring system from being compensated in a certain manner; and 11 

generally relating to the use of traffic control device monitoring systems in Prince 12

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 2 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 3

agency of the person’s intention to stand trial at least 5 days prior to the date of payment 15 

as set forth in the citation. 16 

 

   (ii) On receipt of the notice to stand trial, the agency shall forward 17 

to the District Court having venue a copy of the citation and a copy of the notice from the 18 

person who received the citation indicating the person’s intention to stand trial. 19 

 

   (iii) On receipt thereof, the District Court shall schedule the case for 20 

trial and notify the defendant of the trial date under procedures adopted by the Chief Judge 21 

of the District Court. 22 

 

  (2) (i) A citation issued as the result of a vehicle height monitoring 23 

system, a traffic control signal monitoring system, [or] a speed monitoring system, 24 

including a work zone speed control system, OR A TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICE 25 

MONITORING SYSTEM controlled by a political subdivision, a school bus monitoring 26 

camera, or a bus lane monitoring system shall provide that, in an uncontested case, the 27 

penalty shall be paid directly to that political subdivision. 28 

 

   (ii) A citation issued as the result of a traffic control signal 29 

monitoring system or a work zone speed control system controlled by a State agency, or as 30 

a result of a vehicle height monitoring system, a traffic control signal monitoring system, a 31 

speed monitoring system, A TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICE MONITORING SYSTEM, a school 32 

bus monitoring camera, or a bus lane monitoring system in a case contested in District 33 

Court, shall provide that the penalty shall be paid directly to the District Court. 34 
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  (3) Civil penalties resulting from citations issued using a vehicle height 1 

monitoring system, traffic control signal monitoring system, speed monitoring system, 2 

work zone speed control system, TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICE MONITORING SYSTEM, 3 

school bus monitoring camera, or bus lane monitoring system that are collected by the 4 

District Court shall be collected in accordance with subsection (a) of this section and 5 

distributed in accordance with § 12–118 of the Transportation Article. 6 

 

  (4) (i) Except as provided in paragraph (5) of this subsection, from the 7 

fines collected by a political subdivision as a result of violations enforced by speed 8 

monitoring systems, TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICE MONITORING SYSTEMS, school bus 9 

monitoring cameras, or bus lane monitoring systems, a political subdivision: 10 

 

    1. May recover the costs of implementing and administering 11 

the speed monitoring systems, school bus monitoring cameras, or bus lane monitoring 12

paragraph, may spend any remaining balance solely for public safety purposes, including 15 

pedestrian safety programs. 16

in accordance with § 21–809 or § 21–810 of the Transportation Article is admissible in a 23 

proceeding concerning a civil citation issued under that section for a violation of Title 21, 24 

Subtitle 8 of the Transportation Article without authentication. 25 

 

 (c) A recorded image of a motor vehicle produced by a school bus monitoring 26 

camera in accordance with § 21–706.1 of the Transportation Article is admissible in a 27 

proceeding concerning a civil citation issued under that section for a violation of § 21–706 28 

of the Transportation Article without authentication. 29 

 

 (d) A recorded image of a motor vehicle produced by a vehicle height monitoring 30 

system in accordance with § 24–111.3 of the Transportation Article is admissible in a 31 

proceeding concerning a civil citation issued under that section for a violation of a State or 32 

local law restricting the presence of certain vehicles during certain times without 33 

authentication. 34 

 

 (e) A recorded image of a motor vehicle produced by a bus lane monitoring system 35 

in accordance with § 21–1134 of the Transportation Article is admissible in a proceeding 36 

concerning a civil citation issued under that section for a violation of § 21–1133 of the 37 

Transportation Article without authentication. 38 
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 (f) A RECORDED IMAGE OF A MOTOR VEHICLE PRODUCED BY A TRAFFIC 1 

CONTROL DEVICE MONITORING SYSTEM IN ACCORDANCE WITH § 21–201.1 OF THE 2 

TRANSPORTATION ARTICLE IS ADMISSIBLE IN A PROCEEDING CONCERNING A CIVIL 3 

CITATION ISSUED UNDER THAT SECTION FOR A VIOLATION OF § 21–201 OF THE 4 

TRANSPORTATION ARTICLE WITHOUT AUTHENTICATION. 5 

 

 (G) In any other judicial proceeding, a recorded image produced by a vehicle 6 

height monitoring system, traffic control signal monitoring system, speed monitoring 7 

system, work zone speed control system, TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICE MONITORING 8 

SYSTEM, school bus monitoring camera, or bus lane monitoring system is admissible as 9 

otherwise provided by law.

    1. OF THE MANNER AND TIME IN WHICH LIABILITY AS 11

THE MOTOR VEHICLE WAS STOLEN AT THE TIME OF THE VIOLATION; AND 30 

 

    B. A COPY OF THE POLICE REPORT ASSOCIATED WITH 31 

THE MOTOR VEHICLE THEFT CLAIMED UNDER ITEM A OF THIS ITEM; OR 32 
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    3. PAYMENT FOR THE PENALTY ASSOCIATED WITH THE 1 

VIOLATION. 2 

 

   (II) AN AGENCY MAY NOT MAIL A CITATION TO A MOTOR 3 

VEHICLE RENTAL COMPANY LIABLE UNDER SUBSECTION (E) OF THIS SECTION IF 4 

THE MOTOR VEHICLE RENTAL COMPANY COMPLIES WITH SUBPARAGRAPH (I) OF 5 

THIS PARAGRAPH. 6

 (G) (1) A CERTIFICATE ALLEGING THAT A VIOLATION OCCURRED, SWORN 16 

TO OR AFFIRMED BY A DULY AUTHORIZED LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER EMPLOYED 17 

BY OR UNDER CONTRACT WITH AN AGENCY, BASED ON THE INSPECTION OF A 18 

RECORDED IMAGE, SHALL BE EVIDENCE OF THE FACTS CONTAINED IN THE 19 

CERTIFICATE AND SHALL BE ADMISSIBLE IN ANY PROCEEDING CONCERNING THE 20 

ALLEGED VIOLATION. 21

OR POSSESSION OF THE OWNER AT THE TIME OF THE VIOLATION; 29 

 

   (II) SUBJECT TO PARAGRAPH (3) OF THIS SUBSECTION, 30 

EVIDENCE THAT THE PERSON NAMED IN THE CITATION WAS NOT OPERATING THE 31 

VEHICLE AT THE TIME OF THE VIOLATION; AND 32 
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   (III) ANY OTHER ISSUES AND EVIDENCE THAT THE DISTRICT 1 

COURT CONSIDERS PERTINENT.  2 

 

  (2) TO DEMONSTRATE THAT THE MOTOR VEHICLE OR THE 3 

REGISTRATION PLATES WERE STOLEN BEFORE THE VIOLATION OCCURRED AND 4 

WERE NOT UNDER THE CONTROL OR POSSESSION OF THE OWNER AT THE TIME OF 5 

THE VIOLATION, THE OWNER MUST SUBMIT PROOF THAT A POLICE REPORT ABOUT 6 

THE STOLEN MOTOR VEHICLE OR REGISTRATION PLATES WAS FILED IN A TIMELY 7 

MANNER. 8 

 

  (3) TO SATISFY THE EVIDENTIARY BURDEN UNDER PARAGRAPH 9 

(1)(II) OF THIS SUBSECTION, THE PERSON NAMED IN THE CITATION SHALL PROVIDE 10 

TO THE DISTRICT COURT EVIDENCE TO THE SATISFACTION OF THE DISTRICT 11 

COURT OF WHO WAS OPERATING THE VEHICLE AT THE TIME OF THE VIOLATION, 12 

INCLUDING, AT A MINIMUM, THE OPERATOR’S NAME AND CURRENT ADDRESS. 13 

 

  (4) (I) THE PROVISIONS OF THIS PARAGRAPH APPLY ONLY TO A 14
