STATE BOARD UNDER § 2–206(E) OF THIS ARTICLE. 20 

 

 (B) (1) THE STATE BOARD AND EACH NONPUBLIC SCHOOL IN THE STATE 21 

SHALL DEVELOP AND IMPLEMENT A PROGRAM OF AGE–APPROPRIATE EDUCATION 22 

ON SEXUAL ABUSE AND ASSAULT AWARENESS AND PREVENTION. 23
