 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 

 

Article – Real Property 

 

8A–202. 

 

 (h) A park owner that enters into a contract of sale for a mobile home park shall, 

[within 5 days after entering into the contract] NOT LESS THAN 30 DAYS BEFORE THE 

DATE OF THE SALE: 

 

  (1) Provide notice of the sale to: 

 

   (i) Each resident in the mobile home park by hand delivery or 

certified mail, return receipt requested; and 

 

   (ii) The Department of Housing and Community Development by 

certified mail, return receipt requested; and 

 

  (2) Post notice of the sale in a public area of the mobile home park. 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 

October 1, 2021.
