SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article 3 - Baltimore County
9-1-102.
(a) There 1s hereby created a body corporate and politic to be known as the

“Baltimore County Revenue Authority,” which shall be deemed an instrumentality of
the county and a public corporation.

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(b) The authority shall consist of five members to be appointed by the County
