 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 14

  (4) WHETHER THE ASSESSMENT IS MANDATED BY A LOCAL, STATE, 3 

OR FEDERAL ENTITY; 4 

 

  (5) THE GRADE LEVEL TO WHICH THE TEST IS ADMINISTERED; 5 

 

  (6) THE SUBJECT AREA OF THE ASSESSMENT; 6 

 

  (7) THE TESTING WINDOW OF THE ASSESSMENT; 7 

 

  (8) HOW LONG A STUDENT HAS TO COMPLETE THE ASSESSMENT;  8 

 

  (9) WHETHER ACCOMMODATIONS ARE AVAILABLE FOR STUDENTS 9 

WITH SPECIAL NEEDS AND WHAT THE ACCOMMODATIONS ARE; 10 

 

  (10) WHETHER THE ASSESSMENT REQUIRES A CHANGE IN THE 11 

SCHOOL SCHEDULE; AND 12 

 

  (11) IF THE ASSESSMENT RESULTS IN A LOSS OF CLASSROOM 13 

INSTRUCTION TIME, HOW MUCH TIME AND IN WHICH SUBJECT AREAS. 14 

 

 (B) ON OR BEFORE OCTOBER 15 OF EACH YEAR, THE INFORMATION 15 

REQUIRED UNDER SUBSECTION (A) OF THIS SECTION SHALL BE: 16 

 

  (1) UPDATED; 17 

 

  (2) POSTED ON THE WEB SITE OF THE COUNTY BOARD; AND 18 

 

  (3) INCLUDED IN THE ANNUAL UPDATE OF THE COUNTY BOARD’S 19 

MASTER PLAN REQUIRED UNDER § 5–401 OF THIS ARTICLE. 20
