FOR the purpose of authorizing a State or local law enforcement agency, on process 4 

issued by a court of competent jurisdiction, to seize certain property used or 5 

intended for use in connection with a violation of the law prohibiting human 6 

trafficking; including in the prohibition against human trafficking a prohibition 7 

against subjecting a person to involuntary servitude, peonage, debt bondage, or 8 

slavery under certain circumstances; creating an Anti–Human Trafficking Fund 9 

to be administered by the Executive Director of the Governor’s Office of Crime 10 

Control and Prevention; specifying the revenue sources for the Fund; providing 11 

for certain disbursements from the Fund for certain purposes; specifying certain 12 

property subject to forfeiture; specifying certain conditions to exclude property 13 

from forfeiture; authorizing the seizure of certain property with or without a 14 

warrant under certain circumstances; requiring the seizing authority that 15 

seizes money to take certain actions; specifying certain standards and 16 

exceptions regarding the seizure of motor vehicles; requiring a certain law 17 

enforcement officer to recommend that a motor vehicle be forfeited under 18 

certain circumstances; requiring that a forfeiting authority surrender a motor 19 

vehicle on request to the owner under certain circumstances; specifying 20 

conditions under which an owner may obtain possession of seized property; 21 

specifying the time when seizure of real property occurs; authorizing an owner 22 

or owner’s tenant to remain in possession of seized real property under certain 23 

circumstances; prohibiting an owner of real property from taking certain 24 

actions; specifying certain procedures for the conduct of forfeiture proceedings, 25 

including the filing of complaints and answers, posting and publishing of notice, 26 
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and conducting hearings for real property and other property; specifying certain 1 

restrictions on forfeiture proceedings on property used as the principal family 2 

residence; specifying certain powers of a court in a certain forfeiture proceeding; 3 

requiring a court to issue a certain order after a full hearing under certain 4 

circumstances; authorizing the governing body where the property was seized to 5 

take certain actions; requiring certain proceeds to be used for certain expenses; 6 

requiring that certain proceeds of the sale of forfeited property be distributed to 7 

the Fund for a certain purpose; specifying the terms of sale of forfeited property; 8 

specifying the law governing the sale of certain collateral; requiring certain 9 

proceeds from the sale of certain property to be distributed in a certain manner; 10 

requiring lienholders to take certain actions before exercising the right to sell 11 

certain property and after the redemption of certain property; specifying the 12 

effect of this Act; defining certain terms; providing for the application of this 13 

Act; and generally relating to seizure and forfeiture of property used in 14 

connection with a violation of the human trafficking law.  15

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 32 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 33

   (i) take or cause another to be taken to any place for 37 

prostitution; 38 
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   (ii) place, cause to be placed, or harbor another in any place for 1

purported passport, immigration document, or government identification document of 13 

another while otherwise violating or attempting to violate this subsection; OR 14 

 

   (VII) 1. RECRUIT, HARBOR, TRANSPORT, PROVIDE, OR 15 

OBTAIN A PERSON FOR LABOR OR SERVICES; AND 16 

 

    2. THROUGH FORCE, FRAUD, OR COERCION, 17 

SUBJECT THE PERSON TO INVOLUNTARY SERVITUDE OR DEBT BONDAGE. 18 

 

  (2) A parent, guardian, or person who has permanent or temporary 19 

care or custody or responsibility for supervision of another may not consent to the 20 

taking or detention of the other for prostitution. 21 

 

 (b) (1) A person may not violate subsection (a) of this section involving a 22 

victim who is a minor. 23 

 

  (2) A person may not knowingly take or detain another with the intent 24 

to use force, threat, coercion, or fraud to compel the other to marry the person or a 25 

third person or perform a sexual act, sexual contact, or vaginal intercourse. 26 

 

 (c) (1) (i) Except as provided in paragraph (2) of this subsection, a 27 

person who violates subsection (a) of this section is guilty of the misdemeanor of 28 

human trafficking and on conviction is subject to imprisonment not exceeding 10 years 29 

or a fine not exceeding $5,000 or both. 30 

 

   (ii) A person who violates subsection (a) of this section is subject 31 

to § 5–106(b) of the Courts Article. 32 

 

  (2) A person who violates subsection (b) of this section is guilty of the 33 

felony of human trafficking and on conviction is subject to imprisonment not exceeding 34 

25 years or a fine not exceeding $15,000 or both. 35 
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 (d) A person who violates this section may be charged, tried, and sentenced 1 

in any county in or through which the person transported or attempted to transport 2 

the other. 3 

 

 (e) (1) A person who knowingly benefits financially or by receiving 4 

anything of value from participation in a venture that includes an act described in 5 

subsection (a) or (b) of this section is subject to the same penalties that would apply if 6 

the person had violated that subsection. 7 

 

  (2) A person who knowingly aids, abets, or conspires with one or more 8 

other persons to violate any subsection of this section is subject to the same penalties 9 

that apply for a violation of that subsection. 10

THAN THE OWNER POSSESSED THE CONVEYANCE IN CRIMINAL VIOLATION OF 18 

FEDERAL LAW OR THE LAW OF ANY STATE. 19
