SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Education
7-441.

(A) IN THIS SECTION, “SUNSCREEN” MEANS A TOPICAL SUNSCREEN
PRODUCT THAT IS:

(1) USED TO PREVENT THE EFFECTS OF OVEREXPOSURE TO THE SUN
AND NOT FOR MEDICAL TREATMENT OF AN INJURY OR ILLNESS; AND

(2) APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION
FOR OVER-THE-COUNTER USE.

(B) & EACH COUNTY BOARD SHALL ADOPT A WRITTEN POLICY
AUTHORIZING A STUDENT TO POSSESS AND USE SUNSCREEN ON SCHOOL PROPERTY
OR AT A SCHOOL-SPONSORED ACTIVITY WITHOUT WRITTEN PERMISSION FROM A
HEALTH CARE PROVIDER.
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) (¢) EACH COUNTY BOARD SHALL ENCOURAGE PUBLIC SCHOOLS TO
EDUCATE STUDENTS ABOUT SUNSCREEN, SUN SAFETY, AND THE POLICY
ESTABLISHED UNDER SUBSECTION (B) OF THIS SECTION.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July
1, 2018.
