A BILL ENTITLED
AN ACT concerning

Health — Donor-Conceived Individuals and Gamete Agencies, Gamete Banks,
and Fertility Clinics

FOR the purpose of establishing data collection, maintenance, and disclosure requirements
for gamete agencies, gamete banks, and fertility clinics; requiring a gamete donor to
consent to the disclosure of the gamete donor’s identity to an individual of a certain
age who was conceived with the donated gametes; requiring the Maryland
Department of Health to develop certain written materials for gamete donors and
intended recipients of donated gametes or embryos and requiring gamete agencies,
gamete banks, and fertility clinics to distribute the materials to donors and
recipients; establishing limitations on the number of families that can be established
using a single donor; establishing certain requirements for certain gamete donors;
requiring a license for gamete agencies, gamete banks, and fertility clinics to operate
in the State or match or provide gametes to a recipient in the State; and generally
relating to donor—conceived individuals, gamete agencies, gamete banks, and
fertility clinics.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

SUBTITLE 23. DONOR-CONCEIVED INDIVIDUALS AND GAMETE AGENCIES,
GAMETE BANKS, AND FERTILITY CLINICS.

(A) IN THIS SUBTITLE THE FOLLOWING WORDS HAVE THE MEANINGS
INDICATED.

(B) “ASSISTED REPRODUCTION” MEANS A METHOD OF CAUSING
PREGNANCY OTHER THAN SEXUAL INTERCOURSE, INCLUDING:

(1) INTRAUTERINE OR INTRACERVICAL INSEMINATION;

(2) DONATION OF GAMETES OR EMBRYOS;

(3) INVITRO FERTILIZATION AND TRANSFER OF EMBRYOS; AND
(4) INTRACYTOPLASMIC SPERM INJECTION.

(C) “DONOR” MEANS AN INDIVIDUAL WHO PRODUCES EGGS OR SPERM
COLLECTED BY A GAMETE AGENCY, GAMETE BANK, OR FERTILITY CLINIC OR WHOSE
EGGS OR SPERM CREATED AN EMBRYO FOR USE BY A GAMETE AGENCY, GAMETE
BANK, OR FERTILITY CLINIC IN ASSISTED REPRODUCTION BY A RECIPIENT WHO IS
UNKNOWN TO THE DONOR AT THE TIME OF DONATION.

(D) “DONOR-CONCEIVED INDIVIDUAL” MEANS AN INDIVIDUAL OF ANY AGE
WHO WAS BORN AS THE RESULT OF ASSISTED REPRODUCTION USING GAMETES
FROM A DONOR UNKNOWN TO THE RECIPIENT PARENT AT THE TIME OF DONATION.

(E) “FERTILITY CLINIC” MEANS AN ENTITY OR ORGANIZATION THAT
PERFORMS ASSISTED REPRODUCTION MEDICAL PROCEDURES AND RECEIVES
DONOR GAMETES:

(1) FOR A RECIPIENT WHO IS A RESIDENT OF THE STATE OR IS
LOCATED IN THE STATE; AND

(2) WHEN THE RECIPIENT AND GAMETE DONOR ARE UNKNOWN TO
EACH OTHER AT THE TIME OF DONATION.

(F) “GAMETE” MEANS UNFERTILIZED OOCYTES OR SPERM.

(G) “GAMETE AGENCY” MEANS AN OOCYTE OR SPERM DONOR MATCHING
AGENCY THAT MATCHES GAMETE DONORS WITH A RECIPIENT:
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HOUSE BILL 482 3

(1) WHO IS A RESIDENT OF THE STATE OR IS LOCATED IN THE STATE;
AND

(2) WHEN THE RECIPIENT OR POTENTIAL RECIPIENTS AND GAMETE
DONORS ARE UNKNOWN TO EACH OTHER AT THE TIME OF DONATION.

(H) “GAMETE BANK” MEANS AN ENTITY THAT:
(1) COLLECTS GAMETES FROM A DONOR OR RECEIVES EMBRYOS; AND

(2) PROVIDES GAMETES OR EMBRYOS TO A RECIPIENT OR THE
RECIPIENT’S MEDICAL PROVIDER WHEN:

(1) THE RECIPIENT IS A RESIDENT OF THE STATE OR IS
LOCATED IN THE STATE; AND

(I1) THE RECIPIENT AND DONOR ARE UNKNOWN TO EACH
OTHER AT THE TIME OF DONATION.

(I) “IDENTIFYING INFORMATION” MEANS:
(1) THE DONOR’S FULL NAME;
(2) THE DONOR’S DATE OF BIRTH; AND
(3) (1) THE DONOR’S PERMANENT ADDRESS; AND
(I1) IF DIFFERENT FROM THE DONOR’S PERMANENT ADDRESS:

1. THE DONOR’S CURRENT ADDRESS OR OTHER
CONTACT INFORMATION AT THE TIME OF THE DONATION; OR

2. IF DIFFERENT FROM THE ADDRESS OR OTHER
CONTACT INFORMATION DESCRIBED UNDER ITEM 1 OF THIS ITEM, THE DONOR’S
CURRENT ADDRESS OR OTHER CONTACT INFORMATION AS RETAINED BY THE
GAMETE AGENCY, GAMETE BANK, OR FERTILITY CLINIC.

(J) “MATCHES” MEANS THE PROCESS OF MATCHING A DONOR WITH A
RECIPIENT WHO IS A RESIDENT OF THE STATE OR IS LOCATED IN THE STATE.

(K) “MEDICAL HISTORY” MEANS INFORMATION REGARDING ANY PRESENT
OR PAST ILLNESS OF THE DONOR AND ANY SOCIAL, GENETIC, AND FAMILY MEDICAL
HISTORY RELATED TO THE DONOR’S HEALTH.

(L) “RECIPIENT” MEANS AN INDIVIDUAL WHO RECEIVES DONOR GAMETES
OR EMBRYOS AS AN INTENDED PARENT FROM A GAMETE AGENCY, GAMETE BANK, OR
FERTILITY CLINIC FOR USE IN ASSISTED REPRODUCTION FOR THE PURPOSE OF
CONCEIVING A CHILD.

(A) THIS SECTION APPLIES ONLY TO GAMETES COLLECTED AND EMBRYOS
FORMED WITH GAMETES COLLECTED ON OR AFTER JANUARY 1, 2026, FOR USE BY A
RECIPIENT WHO IS UNKNOWN TO THE DONOR AT THE TIME OF THE DONATION.

(B) (1) THIS SUBSECTION DOES NOT APPLY TO A FERTILITY CLINIC THAT
COLLECTS GAMETES OR EMBRYOS FROM A DONOR WHO WAS MATCHED BY A GAMETE
AGENCY THAT IS A SEPARATE ENTITY.

(2) EACH GAMETE AGENCY, GAMETE BANK, OR FERTILITY CLINIC
THAT COLLECTS GAMETES FROM A DONOR OR MATCHES A DONOR WITH A RECIPIENT
SHALL:

(1) COLLECT THE DONOR’S IDENTIFYING INFORMATION AND
MEDICAL HISTORY; AND

(I1) REQUEST UPDATED MEDICAL HISTORY AND CONTACT
INFORMATION FROM THE DONOR AT LEAST ONCE EVERY 3 YEARS.

(C) (1) EACH GAMETE AGENCY, GAMETE BANK, OR FERTILITY CLINIC
THAT RECEIVES GAMETES OR EMBRYOS COLLECTED BY A DIFFERENT GAMETE
AGENCY, GAMETE BANK, OR FERTILITY CLINIC SHALL COLLECT THE NAME,
ADDRESS, TELEPHONE NUMBER, AND E-MAIL ADDRESS OF THE GAMETE AGENCY,
GAMETE BANK, OR FERTILITY CLINIC FROM WHICH IT RECEIVES THE GAMETES OR
EMBRYOS AT THE TIME IT RECEIVES THE GAMETES OR EMBRYOS.

(2) EACH GAMETE BANK OR FERTILITY CLINIC THAT COLLECTS
GAMETES FROM A DONOR WHO WAS MATCHED WITH A RECIPIENT BY A GAMETE
AGENCY THAT IS A SEPARATE ENTITY SHALL COLLECT AND MAINTAIN THE NAME,
ADDRESS, TELEPHONE NUMBER, AND E-MAIL ADDRESS OF THE GAMETE AGENCY.

(D) EACH FERTILITY CLINIC THAT COLLECTS GAMETES FROM A DONOR
WHO WAS MATCHED BY A GAMETE AGENCY THAT IS A SEPARATE ENTITY SHALL
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HOUSE BILL 482 5

PROVIDE COPIES OF ALL MEDICAL AND SCREENING RECORDS OF THE DONOR,
INCLUDING THE RESULTS OF GENETIC TESTING, TO THE GAMETE AGENCY THAT
MATCHED THE DONOR.

(E) EACH GAMETE AGENCY, GAMETE BANK, AND FERTILITY CLINIC SHALL
DISCLOSE THE INFORMATION COLLECTED UNDER THIS SECTION IN ACCORDANCE
WITH § 20-2304 OF THIS SUBTITLE.

20-2303.

(A) (1) THIS SECTION APPLIES ONLY TO GAMETES COLLECTED AND
EMBRYOS FORMED WITH GAMETES COLLECTED ON OR AFTER JANUARY 1, 2026, FOR
USE BY A RECIPIENT WHO IS UNKNOWN TO THE DONOR AT THE TIME OF THE
DONATION.

(2) THIS SECTION DOES NOT APPLY TO A GAMETE BANK OR FERTILITY
CLINIC THAT COLLECTS GAMETES FROM A DONOR WHO WAS MATCHED WITH A
RECIPIENT BY A GAMETE AGENCY THAT IS A SEPARATE ENTITY.

(B) (1) EACH GAMETE AGENCY, GAMETE BANK, OR FERTILITY CLINIC
THAT MATCHES OR COLLECTS GAMETES FROM A DONOR WHO IS UNKNOWN TO THE
RECIPIENT AT THE TIME OF THE DONATION SHALL:

(1) PROVIDE THE DONOR WITH INFORMATION ABOUT THE
DISCLOSURE OF DONOR IDENTIFYING INFORMATION AND MEDICAL HISTORY IN ITS
RECORDS AS REQUIRED UNDER SUBSECTION (C) OF THIS SECTION;

(I1) OBTAIN A DECLARATION FROM THE DONOR AGREEING TO
THE IDENTITY DISCLOSURE REQUIRED UNDER SUBSECTION (C) OF THIS SECTION;
AND

(II) MAINTAIN IDENTIFYING INFORMATION AND MEDICAL
HISTORY ABOUT EACH DONOR.

(2) THE GAMETE AGENCY, GAMETE BANK, OR FERTILITY CLINIC THAT
MATCHED OR COLLECTED THE GAMETES OR EMBRYOS SHALL MAINTAIN RECORDS
OF DONOR AND GAMETE SCREENING AND TESTING AND COMPLY WITH ANY RELATED
REPORTING REQUIREMENTS:

(I) IN ACCORDANCE WITH ANY APPLICABLE FEDERAL AND
STATE LAW; AND

(I1) IN A MANNER CONSISTENT WITH THE GUIDELINES OF THE
AMERICAN MEDICAL ASSOCIATION AND THE AMERICAN SOCIETY FOR
REPRODUCTIVE MEDICINE.

(C) A GAMETE AGENCY, GAMETE BANK, OR FERTILITY CLINIC SHALL HAVE
EACH DONOR SIGN A DECLARATION, ATTESTED TO BY ANOTARY OR TWO WITNESSES,
THAT THE DONOR AGREES TO THE DISCLOSURE OF THE DONOR’S IDENTITY TO AN
INDIVIDUAL CONCEIVED WITH THE DONOR’S GAMETES OR AN EMBRYO FORMED
WITH THE DONOR’S GAMETES ON REQUEST OF THE DONOR-CONCEIVED INDIVIDUAL
WHEN THE DONOR-CONCEIVED INDIVIDUAL IS AT LEAST 18 YEARS OLD.

(D) A GAMETE AGENCY, GAMETE BANK, OR FERTILITY CLINIC LOCATED IN
THE STATE MAY NOT MATCH OR COLLECT GAMETES FROM A DONOR WHO DOES NOT
AGREE UNDER SUBSECTION (C) OF THIS SECTION TO THE DISCLOSURE OF THE
DONOR’S IDENTITY.

(A) EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN SUBSECTION (E) OF THIS SECTION, THIS
SECTION APPLIES ONLY TO GAMETES COLLECTED AND EMBRYOS FORMED WITH
GAMETES COLLECTED ON OR AFTER JANUARY 1, 2026, FOR USE BY A RECIPIENT
WHO IS UNKNOWN TO THE DONOR AT THE TIME OF THE DONATION.

(B) (1) THIS SUBSECTION DOES NOT APPLY TO A GAMETE BANK OR
FERTILITY CLINIC THAT COLLECTS GAMETES FROM A DONOR WHO IS MATCHED
WITH A RECIPIENT BY A GAMETE AGENCY THAT IS A SEPARATE ENTITY.

(2) ON THE REQUEST OF A DONOR-CONCEIVED INDIVIDUAL WHO IS
AT LEAST 18 YEARS OLD, A GAMETE AGENCY, GAMETE BANK, OR FERTILITY CLINIC
THAT MATCHED OR COLLECTED THE GAMETES OR EMBRYOS USED IN THE ASSISTED
REPRODUCTION OF THE DONOR-CONCEIVED INDIVIDUAL SHALL PROVIDE THE
DONOR-CONCEIVED INDIVIDUAL WITH THE IDENTIFYING INFORMATION OF THE
DONOR WHO PROVIDED THE GAMETES OR EMBRYOS.

(C) A GAMETE AGENCY, GAMETE BANK, OR FERTILITY CLINIC MAY NOT
IMPEDE OR PROHIBIT COMPLIANCE WITH THIS SECTION OR COMMUNICATION
BETWEEN:

(1) AN ADULT DONOR-CONCEIVED INDIVIDUAL AND THE DONOR
WHOSE GAMETES WERE USED TO CONCEIVE THE DONOR-CONCEIVED INDIVIDUAL;
OR
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HOUSE BILL 482 7

(2) AN ADULT DONOR-CONCEIVED INDIVIDUAL AND THE
INDIVIDUAL’S FRIENDS, FAMILY, OR OTHER THIRD PARTIES ABOUT THE DONOR
WHOSE GAMETES WERE USED TO CONCEIVE THE DONOR-CONCEIVED INDIVIDUAL.

(D) (1) THIS SUBSECTION DOES NOT APPLY TO A GAMETE BANK OR
FERTILITY CLINIC THAT COLLECTS GAMETES FROM A DONOR WHO IS MATCHED
WITH A RECIPIENT BY A GAMETE AGENCY THAT IS A SEPARATE ENTITY.

(2) ON THE REQUEST OF A DONOR-CONCEIVED INDIVIDUAL WHO IS
AT LEAST 18 YEARS OLD OR A PARENT OR GUARDIAN OF A DONOR-CONCEIVED
INDIVIDUAL IF THE INDIVIDUAL IS A MINOR, A GAMETE AGENCY, GAMETE BANK, OR
FERTILITY CLINIC THAT MATCHED OR COLLECTED THE GAMETES USED IN THE
