investigation or conduct a joint investigation with certain entities; requiring the 15 

Inspector General to develop a certain operations manual, make the operations 16 

manual available to the public, and provide certain training; requiring the 17 

Inspector General to examine and investigate the management and affairs of 18 

units and conduct audits of the units; authorizing the Inspector General to 19 

investigate certain matters; requiring the Inspector General periodically to 20 

review certain policies and procedures and make certain recommendations; 21 

requiring the Inspector General to receive certain complaints and establish a 22 

certain hotline number and Web site; requiring the Inspector General to take 23 

certain action when the Inspector General receives a complaint or discovers 24 

certain evidence; requiring that a unit cooperate fully with the Inspector 25 

General under certain circumstances; requiring that the Inspector General have 26 

access to certain documents of a unit under certain circumstances; authorizing 27 

the Inspector General, or the Inspector General’s designee, to take certain 28 
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action in the performance of certain duties; specifying the process under which 1 

the Inspector General is authorized to issue a subpoena or subpoena duces 2 

tecum; authorizing a subpoena to be served by certain methods; authorizing a 3 

certain judge to take certain action if a person refuses to obey a certain 4 

subpoena; providing that, under certain circumstances, certain records are 5 

confidential and not subject to disclosure under a certain provision of law until a 6 

certain report is issued; requiring the Inspector General, at the end of each 7 

fiscal year, to submit a certain annual report to the Governor and the General 8 

Assembly; requiring the Inspector General to issue a certain final report; 9 

requiring that the final report be submitted to the Governor and the General 10 

Assembly and be posted on a certain Web site; requiring that the Inspector 11 

General, except under certain circumstances, provide a certain unit an 12 

opportunity to respond to a certain report; authorizing that certain special 13 

elections be held to fill a certain vacancy; requiring that certain special elections 14 

be held at a time specified in a certain provision of this Act; requiring the State 15 

Board of Elections to determine the dates that certain elections are to be held; 16 

requiring that a certain primary election be held at least a certain number of 17 

days after a certain vacancy occurs; requiring that a certain general election be 18 

held at least a certain number of days after a certain primary election is held; 19 

making this Act contingent on the passage and ratification of a certain 20 

constitutional amendment; defining certain terms; and generally relating to the 21

THIS SECTION. 15 

 
 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act is contingent on 16 

the passage of Chapter ___(S.B.___/H.B.___)(4lr1010) of the Acts of the General 17 

Assembly of 2014, a constitutional amendment, and its ratification by the voters of the 18 

State. 19 

 

 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, subject to the provisions 20 

of Section 2 of this Act, this Act shall take effect on the proclamation of the Governor 21 

that the constitutional amendment, having received a majority of the votes cast at the 22 

general election, has been adopted by the people of Maryland. 23
