 (a) The head of the Administration is the Motor Vehicle Administrator, who shall 4 

be appointed by the Secretary with the approval of the Governor AND THE ADVICE AND 5 

CONSENT OF THE SENATE. 6 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 7
