AN ACT concerning 1 

 

Termination of Maryland Health Insurance Plan, Transfer of Senior 2 

Prescription Drug Assistance Program, and Funding for State Reinsurance 3 

Program 4 

 

FOR the purpose of repealing provisions of law establishing the Maryland Health 5 

Insurance Plan (MHIP); repealing provisions of law establishing the Board of 6 

Directors for MHIP; repealing provisions of law establishing the Maryland Health 7 

Insurance Plan Fund (MHIP Fund); repealing provisions of law governing the 8 

standard benefit package to be offered by MHIP and requiring MHIP to be the 9 

alternative mechanism for certain individuals under a certain federal law; repealing 10 

the duties of the Maryland Insurance Commissioner relating to MHIP; altering the 11 

contents of the Health Care Coverage Fund by removing money transferred to the 12 

Fund from the MHIP Fund; repealing a requirement for the Health Services Cost 13 

Review Commission to assess a certain amount in hospital rates to operate and 14 

administer MHIP; repealing the exemption from taxation for MHIP and the Senior 15 

Prescription Drug Assistance Program (Program); transferring the Program from 16 

the Board of Directors for MHIP to the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene 17 

on a certain date; repealing the requirement for the Board of Directors for MHIP to 18 

contract with a third party to administer the Program; requiring the Department to 19 

administer the Program; establishing the Senior Prescription Drug Assistance 20 

Program Fund (Fund) as a special, nonlapsing fund; specifying the purpose of the 21 

Fund; requiring the Department to administer the Fund; requiring the State 22 

Treasurer to hold the Fund separately and the Comptroller to account for the Fund; 23 

specifying the contents of the Fund; specifying the purposes for which the Fund may 24 

be used; establishing certain conditions on the use of the Fund for a certain purpose; 25 

providing for the investment of money in and expenditures from the Fund; requiring 26 

the Program to have a certain budget code; repealing the segregated account for the 27 

Program in the MHIP Fund; repealing a requirement for the Board of Directors for 28 

MHIP to report on certain information about the Program; altering the period of time 29 

during which the subsidy from a certain nonprofit health service plan for the 30 

Program may not exceed a certain amount; requiring the nonprofit health service 31 
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plan to transfer certain funds for the Program to the Fund, instead of the separate 1 

account within the MHIP Fund; requiring certain premium tax revenue collected by 2 

the Maryland Insurance Administration to be deposited into the Fund, instead of the 3 

MHIP Fund; deleting the MHIP Fund from, and adding the Fund to, the list of funds 4 

for which interest earnings do not accrue to the General Fund of the State; altering 5 

the contents of the Maryland Health Benefit Exchange Fund to include revenues 6 

transferred from the MHIP Fund before a certain date, instead of revenues from the 7 

separate account of the MHIP Fund; requiring funds transferred to the Maryland 8 

Health Benefit Exchange Fund from the MHIP Fund before a certain date to be 9 

placed in the account for the State Reinsurance Program and used only for a specified 10 

purpose; repealing a requirement that the Maryland Health Benefit Exchange obtain 11 

approval of the Board of Directors for MHIP to use certain revenue to fund the State 12 

Reinsurance Program; requiring the Maryland Health Benefit Exchange to use 13 

certain funds to fund the State Reinsurance Program; repealing obsolete provisions 14 

of law establishing a Maryland Pharmacy Assistance Program; defining a certain 15 

term; repealing certain definitions; making certain conforming changes; extending 16 

the termination date of the Program; repealing obsolete provisions of law relating to 17 

a carrier required to offer a certain drug subsidy plan; authorizing a certain amount 18 

of a certain fund balance to be used in certain fiscal years to support certain expenses 19 

of MHIP; requiring the Department to provide funds to the Administrator of the 20 

Program, in accordance with a certain contract, for certain costs; providing for the 21 

transfer of certain employees, books and records, property, equipment, fixtures, 22 

assets, liabilities, obligations, and credits; requiring the contract for the 23 

Administrator of the Program to remain in force until a certain date; providing that 24 

certain employees transferred to the Maryland Health Benefit Exchange and the 25 

Department as a result of this Act shall be transferred without diminution of certain 26 

rights, benefits, employment, or retirement status; and generally relating to the 27 

termination of the Maryland Health Insurance Plan, the transfer of the Senior 28 

Prescription Drug Assistance Program, and funding for the State Reinsurance 29

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 13 

That Section(s) 14–501 through 14–509, the subtitle “Subtitle 5. Programs for Medically 14 

Uninsurable and Underinsured Individuals”, and the part “Part I. Maryland Health 15 

Insurance Plan” of Article – Insurance of the Annotated Code of Maryland be repealed. 16

Article – Health – General 25 

 

[15–124. 26 

 

 (a) The Department shall maintain a Maryland Pharmacy Assistance Program 27 

for low income individuals not eligible for Medicare whose: 28 

 

  (1) Assets are not more than the level established by the federal Centers 29 

for Medicare and Medicaid Services under the Qualified Medicare Beneficiary Program; 30 

and 31 

 

  (2) Gross annual income does not exceed 116% of the federal poverty 32 

guidelines for an individual, or 100% of the federal poverty guidelines for a family of two or 33 

more. 34 

 

 (b) (1) (i) Reimbursement under the Maryland Pharmacy Assistance 35 

Program may be limited to maintenance drugs, anti–infectives, and AZT as specified in 36 
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regulations to be issued by the Secretary after consultation with the Maryland Pharmacists 1 

Association. 2 

 

   (ii) 1. For any drug on the Program’s interchangeable drug list, 3 

the Program shall reimburse providers in an amount not more than it would reimburse for 4 

the drug’s generic equivalent, unless the individual’s physician states, in his or her own 5 

handwriting, on the face of the prescription, that a specific brand is “medically necessary” 6 

for the particular patient. 7 

 

    2. If an appropriate generic drug is not generally available, 8 

the Department may waive the reimbursement requirement under subsubparagraph 1 of 9 

this subparagraph. 10 

 

  (2) The reimbursement shall be up to the amount paid for the same items 11 

or services under the pharmacy program of the Maryland Medical Assistance Program and 12 

shall be subject to a copayment of not more than: 13 

 

   (i) $2.50 for a generic drug or a brand name drug on a preferred 14 

drug list established by the Department; and 15 

 

   (ii) $7.50 for a brand name drug not on a preferred drug list 16 

established by the Department. 17 

 

 (c) (1) Except as provided under paragraph (4) of this subsection and unless 18 

the change is made by an emergency regulation, the Maryland Pharmacy Assistance 19 

Program shall notify all pharmacies under contract with the Program in writing of changes 20 

in the Pharmaceutical Benefit Program rules or requirements at least 30 days before the 21 

change is effective. 22 

 

  (2) Changes that require 30 days’ advance written notice under paragraph 23 

(1) of this subsection are: 24 

 

   (i) Exclusion of coverage for classes of drugs as specified by contract; 25 

 

   (ii) Changes in prior or preauthorization procedures; and 26 

 

   (iii) Selection of new prescription claims processors. 27 

 

  (3) If the Maryland Pharmacy Assistance Program fails to provide advance 28 

notice as required under paragraph (1) of this subsection, it shall honor and pay in full any 29 

claim under the Program rules or requirements that existed before the change for 30 days 30 

after the postmarked date of the notice. 31 

 

  (4) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the notice requirements of 32 

this subsection do not apply to the addition of new generic drugs authorized under  33 

§ 12–504 of the Health Occupations Article. 34 
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 (d) (1) The Secretary shall adopt rules and regulations that authorize the 1 

denial, restriction, or termination of eligibility for recipients who have abused benefits 2 

under the Maryland Pharmacy Assistance Program. 3 

 

  (2) As a condition of participation, the Department may require Maryland 4 

Pharmacy Assistance Program participants to apply for eligibility in the Maryland Medical 5 

Assistance Program within 60 days of notification to do so by the Department. 6 

 

  (3) The rules and regulations shall require that the recipient be given 7 

notice and an opportunity for a hearing before eligibility may be denied, restricted, or 8 

terminated under this subsection. 9 

 

 (e) The Secretary shall develop a program, in consultation with appropriate 10 

agencies, that will provide information to ineligible Maryland Pharmacy Assistance 11 

Program applicants regarding other programs that they may be eligible for including the 12 

Maryland Medbank Program established under § 15–124.2 of this subtitle and the Senior 13 

Prescription Drug Assistance Program established under Title 14, Subtitle 5 of the 14 

Insurance Article.] 15

 (a) In this subtitle, “Fund” means the Health Care Coverage Fund. 17 

 

 (b) There is a Health Care Coverage Fund. 18 

 

 (f) The Fund consists of: 19 

 

  [(1) Money transferred from the Maryland Health Insurance Plan Fund;] 20 

 

  [(2)] (1) Money collected from any assessment by the State Health 21 

Services Cost Review Commission on hospitals under § 19–214(d) of this article; 22 

 

  [(3)] (2) Any money made available from investment earnings; and 23 

 

  [(4)] (3) Any other money from any other source accepted for the benefit 24 

of the Fund. 25 

 

 (i) (4) Money [transferred from the Maryland Health Insurance Plan Fund 26 

or] collected from an assessment by the State Health Services Cost Review Commission on 27 

hospitals may not be used for the purpose of this subsection.

15–1001. 30 

 

 (a) In [Part II of] this subtitle the following words have the meanings indicated. 31 
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 (b) “Eligible individual” means an individual who: 1 

 

  (1) Is a resident of Maryland; 2 

 

  (2) Is a Medicare beneficiary enrolled in the Medicare Part D Voluntary 3 

Prescription Drug Benefit Program or a Medicare Advantage Plan that provides Part D 4 

coverage; 5 

 

  (3) Is not enrolled in a health benefit plan, other than a Medicare Part D 6 

prescription drug plan or a Medicare Advantage Plan, that provides prescription drug 7 

benefits at the time that the individual applies for enrollment in the Program; 8 

 

  (4) Has an annual household income at or below 300% of the federal 9 

poverty guidelines; 10 

 

  (5) Is not eligible for a full federal low–income subsidy under 42 C.F.R. § 11 

423.772; and 12 

 

  (6) Pays the premium, and copayments or coinsurance, for the Program. 13 

 

 (c) “Enrollee” means an individual enrolled in the Program. 14 

 

 (d) “FUND” MEANS THE SENIOR PRESCRIPTION DRUG ASSISTANCE 15 

PROGRAM FUND ESTABLISHED UNDER § 15–1004 OF THIS SUBTITLE. 16 

 

 (E) “Program” means the Senior Prescription Drug Assistance Program 17 

established under [Part II of] this subtitle. 18 

 

15–1002. 19 

 

 (a) There is a Senior Prescription Drug Assistance Program. 20 

 

 (b) The purpose of the Program is to provide Medicare Part D beneficiaries, who 21 

meet Program eligibility requirements, with a State subsidy. 22 

 

 (c) The [Board shall contract with a third party to] DEPARTMENT SHALL 23 

administer the Program. 24 

 

 [(d) The Administrator of the Program shall: 25 

 

  (1) Submit a detailed financial accounting of the Program to the Board as 26 

often as the Board requires; 27 

 

  (2) Collect and submit to the Board data regarding the utilization patterns 28 

and costs for Program enrollees; and 29 
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  (3) Develop and implement a marketing plan targeted at eligible 1 

individuals throughout the State.] 2 

 

15–1003. 3 

 

 (a) The Program shall: 4 

 

  (1) Provide a prescription drug benefit subsidy, as determined by the 5 

[Board] DEPARTMENT, that may pay all or some of the deductibles, coinsurance 6 

payments, premiums, and copayments under the federal Medicare Part D Pharmaceutical 7 

Assistance Program for enrollees of the Program; and 8 

 

  (2) Provide the subsidy to the maximum number of individuals eligible for 9 

enrollment in the Program, subject to the moneys available in the [segregated account 10 

under § 14–504 of this subtitle] FUND. 11 

 

 (b) The Program may limit payment of any subsidy by paying the subsidy only on 12 

behalf of eligible individuals enrolled in a Medicare Part D Prescription Drug Plan or 13 

Medicare Advantage Plan that coordinates with the Program in accordance with federal 14 

requirements. 15 

 

 (c) The Program: 16 

 

  (1) May annually provide an additional subsidy, up to the full amount of 17 

the Medicare Part D Prescription Drug Plan premium, for individuals who qualify for a 18 

partial federal low–income subsidy; and 19 

 

  (2) Shall annually provide an additional subsidy up to the full amount of 20 

the Medicare Part D coverage gap, subject to the availability of: 21 

 

   (i) Funds provided under § 14–106.2 of [this title] THE INSURANCE 22 

ARTICLE; and 23 

 

   (ii) Any other funds available for this purpose. 24 

 

 (d) The [Program] DEPARTMENT shall maintain a waiting list of individuals 25 

who meet the eligibility requirements for the Program but who are not served by the 26 

Program due to funding limitations. 27 

 

 (e) The [Board] DEPARTMENT shall determine annually: 28 

 

  (1) The number of individuals to be enrolled in the Program; 29 

 

  (2) The amount of subsidy to be provided under subsections (a) and (c)(2) 30 

of this section; and 31 
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  (3) The amount of any additional subsidy provided under subsection (c)(1) 1 

of this section. 2 

 

 [(f) On or before January 1 of each year, the Board, in accordance with § 2–1246 3 

of the State Government Article, shall report to the General Assembly on: 4 

 

  (1) The number of individuals on the waiting list for the Program; and 5 

 

  (2) To the extent that the Board is able to collect the information: 6 

 

   (i) The number of enrollees with out–of–pocket prescription drug 7 

costs that exceed $2,250, broken down for each fiscal quarter; and 8 

 

   (ii) The total annual out–of–pocket prescription drug costs for 9 

enrollees.] 10

 (E) THE FUND CONSISTS OF: 3 

 

  (1) MONEY TRANSFERRED TO THE FUND BY A NONPROFIT HEALTH 4 

SERVICE PLAN UNDER §§ 14–106(D) AND 14–106.2 OF THE INSURANCE ARTICLE; 5 

 

  (2) MONEY APPROPRIATED IN THE STATE BUDGET TO THE FUND;  6 

 

  (3) INTEREST EARNINGS OF THE FUND; AND 7 

 

  (4) ANY OTHER MONEY FROM ANY OTHER SOURCE ACCEPTED FOR 8 

THE BENEFIT OF THE FUND. 9 

 

 (F) (1) EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN PARAGRAPH (2) OF THIS SUBSECTION, 10 

THE FUND MAY BE USED ONLY FOR THE ADMINISTRATION, OPERATION, AND 11 

ACTIVITIES OF THE PROGRAM. 12 

 

  (2) EXCESS FUNDS NOT REQUIRED FOR THE ADMINISTRATION, 13 

OPERATION, AND ACTIVITIES OF THE PROGRAM: 14 

 

   (I) MAY BE USED ONLY TO SUBSIDIZE: 15 

 

    1. THE KIDNEY DISEASE PROGRAM UNDER TITLE 13, 16 

SUBTITLE 3 OF THIS ARTICLE; OR 17 

 

    2. THE PROVISION OF MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES TO 18 

THE UNINSURED UNDER TITLE 10, SUBTITLE 2 OF THIS ARTICLE; AND 19 

 

   (II) MAY BE EXPENDED FOR THE PURPOSES IN ITEM (I) OF THIS 20 

PARAGRAPH ONLY: 21 

 

    1. THROUGH A TRANSFER OF FUNDS BY BUDGET 22 

AMENDMENT; AND 23 

 

    2. AFTER: 24 

 

    A. THE BUDGET AMENDMENT HAS BEEN SUBMITTED TO 25 

THE DEPARTMENT OF LEGISLATIVE SERVICES; AND 26 

 

    B. THE BUDGET COMMITTEES OF THE GENERAL 27 

ASSEMBLY HAVE CONSIDERED THE BUDGET AMENDMENT OR 45 DAYS HAVE 28 
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ELAPSED FROM THE DATE OF SUBMISSION OF THE AMENDMENT TO THE 1 

DEPARTMENT OF LEGISLATIVE SERVICES. 2

  (2) THE PROGRAM SHALL HAVE ITS OWN PROGRAM CODE WITHIN 9 

THE STATE BUDGET. 10 

 

 [(c)] (I) (1) [On or before April 1, 2003] BEGINNING JULY 1, 2016, and 11 

quarterly thereafter, the nonprofit health service plan required to subsidize the Program 12 

under § 14–106(d) of [this title] THE INSURANCE ARTICLE shall deposit to the Fund 13 

[under § 14–504 of this subtitle] the amount that is necessary to operate and administer 14 

the Program for the following quarter. 15 

 

  (2) The amount deposited shall be determined by the [Board] 16 

DEPARTMENT based on enrollment, expenditures, and revenue for the previous year. 17 

 

  (3) The amount required by the [Board] DEPARTMENT under paragraph 18 

(2) of this subsection may not exceed the amounts specified in § 14–106(e) of [this title] 19 

THE INSURANCE ARTICLE. 20 

 

  [(4) The Board shall provide funds to the Administrator, in accordance with 21 

the terms of the contract with the Administrator, for the cost of the State subsidy and 22 

administrative expenses incurred on behalf of the Program. 23

nonprofit health service plan shall deposit in the Fund under § 14–504 of this subtitle the 25 

amount required under § 14–106.2 of this title to be used for the purpose of subsidizing the 26 

Medicare Part D coverage gap.] 27 

 

15–1005. 28 

 

 (a) On or before June 30 of each year, the [Board] DEPARTMENT shall submit a 29 

report to the Governor and, in accordance with § 2–1246 of the State Government Article, 30 

to the General Assembly that includes a summary of Program activities for the year and 31 

any recommendations for consideration by the General Assembly. 32 
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 (b) (1) The [Board] DEPARTMENT shall adopt regulations to carry out [Part 1 

II of] this subtitle. 2 

 

  (2) The [Board] DEPARTMENT may adopt regulations that require an 3 

insurance producer to receive training about the Program before the insurance producer 4 

may market the Program or assist a Medicare beneficiary to enroll in the Program. 5 

 

  (3) Subject to § 10–116(d) of [this article] THE INSURANCE ARTICLE, 6 

training received under paragraph (2) of this subsection qualifies as continuing education 7 

under § 10–116(a) of [this article] THE INSURANCE ARTICLE. 8

 (a) For the purpose of maximizing participation in the Program, the [Board] 10

 (c) (1) [The] EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN PARAGRAPH (2) OF THIS 33 

SUBSECTION, THE remaining fund balance obtained from the federal Medicare program 34 

or the Medicaid program may be used in fiscal years 2016 through 2019 to support 35 

integrated care networks designed to reduce health care expenditures and improve 36 
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outcomes for unmanaged high–needs Medicare patients and patients dually eligible for 1 

Medicaid and Medicare, consistent with the goals of Maryland’s all–payer model. 2 

 

  (2) $90,000 OF THE REMAINING FUND BALANCE OBTAINED FROM THE 3 

FEDERAL MEDICARE PROGRAM OR THE MEDICAID PROGRAM MAY BE USED IN 4 

FISCAL YEARS 2016 AND 2017 TO SUPPORT THE REMAINING EXPENSES OF THE 5 

MARYLAND HEALTH INSURANCE PLAN. 6 

 

 SECTION 4. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That: 7 

 

 (a) The responsibility for administering and operating the Senior Prescription 8 

Drug Assistance Program shall be transferred to the Department of Health and Mental 9 

Hygiene on July 1, 2016. 10 

 

 (b) (1) All funds remaining in the separate account for the Senior Prescription 11 

Drug Assistance Program in the Maryland Health Insurance Plan Fund shall be 12 

transferred to the Senior Prescription Drug Assistance Program Fund in the Department 13 

of Health and Mental Hygiene on July 1, 2016, and shall be used only in accordance with  14 

§ 15–1004 of the Health – General Article, as enacted by Section 3 of this Act. 15 

 

  (2) The Department of Health and Mental Hygiene shall provide funds to 16 

the Administrator of the Senior Prescription Drug Assistance Program, in accordance with 17 

the terms of the contract with the Administrator, for the cost of the State subsidy and 18 

administrative expenses incurred on behalf of the Senior Prescription Drug Assistance 19 

Program. 20 

 

 (c) (1) Except as provided in paragraph (2) of this subsection, on July 1, 2016, 21 

all of the employees, books and records, including electronic records, real and personal 22 

property, equipment, fixtures, assets, liabilities, obligations, and credits of the Maryland 23 

Health Insurance Plan shall be transferred to the Maryland Health Benefit Exchange. 24 

 

  (2) (i) On July 1, 2016, all of the employees, books and records, 25 

including electronic records, real and personal property, equipment, fixtures, assets, 26 

liabilities, obligations, including the contract for the Administrator of the Senior 27 

Prescription Drug Assistance Program, and credits of the Maryland Health Insurance Plan 28 

that relate directly to the Senior Prescription Drug Assistance Program shall be transferred 29 

to the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene. 30 

 

   (ii) The contract for the Administrator of the Senior Prescription 31 

Drug Assistance Program shall remain in force, in accordance with the terms of the 32 

contract, until the end of December 31, 2016. 33 

 

 SECTION 5. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That all employees who are 34 

transferred to the Maryland Health Benefit Exchange and the Department of Health and 35 

Mental Hygiene as a result of this Act shall be transferred without diminution of their 36 

rights, benefits, employment, or retirement status. 37 
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 SECTION 6. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 1 

1, 2016. 2
