SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — State Government
2—-1220.

(H) (1) BEGINNING JULY 1, 2020, AND AT LEAST ONCE EVERY 6 YEARS
THEREAFTER, THE OFFICE OF LEGISLATIVE AUDITS SHALL CONDUCT AN AUDIT OF
THE BALTIMORE POLICE DEPARTMENT TO EVALUATE THE EFFECTIVENESS AND
EFFICIENCY OF THE FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT PRACTICES OF THE BALTIMORE
POLICE DEPARTMENT.

(2) THE OFFICE OF LEGISLATIVE AUDITS SHALL PROVIDE
INFORMATION REGARDING THE AUDIT PROCESS TO THE BALTIMORE POLICE
