Alcoholic Beverages – Direct Shipment – Kosher or Sacramental Wine Sold at 2 

Retail 3 

 

FOR the purpose of altering the qualifications of an applicant for a direct wine 4 

shipper’s permit to include a person licensed by the State or licensed outside the 5 

State to engage in the retail sale of wine for consumption off the premises, 6 

subject to a certain provision of law; limiting the use of a direct wine shipper’s 7 

permit by certain persons to the shipment to a consumer in the State of certain 8 

kosher wine or sacramental wine; authorizing a certain holder of a direct wine 9 

shipper’s permit to sell certain kosher wine or sacramental wine through a 10 

holder of a common carrier permit by receiving and filling orders that a 11 

consumer transmits by electronic or other means; and generally relating to the 12 

direct shipment of kosher wine or sacramental wine sold at retail by a holder of 13 

a direct wine shipper’s permit.   14

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 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 1 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 2 

 

Article 2B – Alcoholic Beverages 3

 (A) To qualify for a direct wine shipper’s permit, an applicant shall be: 5 

 

  (1) A person licensed outside the State to engage in the manufacture 6 

of wine; [or] 7 

 

  (2) A holder of a Class 3 manufacturer’s license or a Class 4 8 

manufacturer’s license issued under this article; OR 9 

 

  (3) SUBJECT TO SUBSECTION (B) OF THIS SECTION, A PERSON 10 

LICENSED BY THE STATE OR LICENSED OUTSIDE THE STATE TO ENGAGE IN THE 11 

RETAIL SALE OF WINE FOR CONSUMPTION OFF THE PREMISES. 12 

 

 (B) A PERSON WHO QUALIFIES FOR A DIRECT WINE SHIPPER’S PERMIT 13 

UNDER SUBSECTION (A)(3) OF THIS SECTION MAY USE THE DIRECT WINE 14 

SHIPPER’S PERMIT TO SHIP TO A CONSUMER IN THE STATE ONLY: 15 

 

  (1) KOSHER WINE; OR 16 

 

  (2) SACRAMENTAL WINE FOR USE IN A RELIGIOUS CEREMONY.  17

 (A) [A] SUBJECT TO SUBSECTION (B) OF THIS SECTION, A direct wine 19 

shipper’s permit entitles the holder to sell wine [manufactured by the holder] through 20 

a holder of a common carrier permit to a consumer by receiving and filling orders that 21 

the consumer transmits by electronic or other means. 22 

 

 (B) A HOLDER OF A DIRECT WINE SHIPPER’S PERMIT UNDER 23 

SUBSECTION (A) OF THIS SECTION MAY SELL WINE THAT IS: 24 

 

  (1) MANUFACTURED BY THE HOLDER;  25 

 

  (2) KOSHER WINE SOLD AT RETAIL BY THE HOLDER; OR  26 

 

  (3) SACRAMENTAL WINE FOR USE IN A RELIGIOUS CEREMONY 27 

SOLD AT RETAIL BY THE HOLDER. 28 
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 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 1 

July 1, 2013. 2
