 (A) IN THIS SECTION, “INSECT FLOUR” MEANS A POWDERED FOOD 15 

PRODUCT THAT CONSISTS OF GROUND INSECTS. 16 

 

 (B) A FOOD SERVICE FACILITY MAY NOT SERVE FOOD CONTAINING OR 17 

CONSISTING OF INSECT FLOUR IN THE STATE UNLESS ANY MENU OR NOTICE THAT 18 

INCLUDES A FOOD CONTAINING OR CONSISTING OF INSECT FLOUR CLEARLY AND 19 

CONSPICUOUSLY LABELS THE FOOD WITH THE TERM “INSECT FLOUR”. 20 

 

 (C) IN ADDITION TO THE PENALTIES SET FORTH IN § 21–1214 OF THIS 21 

TITLE, THE SECRETARY MAY SEIZE OR CONDEMN ANY FOOD SERVED IN VIOLATION 22 
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OF THIS SECTION. 1
