 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 17 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 18

 (A) IN THIS SECTION, “FUND” MEANS THE PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL 21 

FACILITY REVOLVING LOAN FUND. 22 
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 (B) (1) THERE IS A PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL FACILITY REVOLVING 1 

LOAN FUND.  2 

 

  (2) THE FUND IS A SPECIAL, NONLAPSING FUND AND CONSISTS 3 

OF MONEY DISTRIBUTED TO THE STATE IN ACCORDANCE WITH P.L. 107–110, § 4 

5204(F)(5) AND OTHER FUNDS AS APPROPRIATED IN THE STATE BUDGET. 5 

 

 (C) THE PURPOSE OF THE FUND IS TO LEND MONEY TO APPROVED 6 

APPLICANTS FOR PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL FACILITIES. 7 

 

 (D) (1) ON APPLICATION BY A PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL APPLICANT 8 

AND APPROVAL BY THE STATE BOARD OR ITS DESIGNEE, THE APPLICANT MAY 9 

OBTAIN A LOAN FROM THE FUND FOR THE CONSTRUCTION, PURCHASE, 10 

RENOVATION, AND MAINTENANCE OF A PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL FACILITY.     11 

 

  (2) (I) IN ANY FISCAL YEAR: 12 

 

    1. A SINGLE LOAN TO A PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL 13 

MAY NOT EXCEED $100,000; AND  14 

 

    2. AGGREGATE LOANS TO A PUBLIC CHARTER 15 

SCHOOL MAY NOT EXCEED $150,000. 16 

 

   (II) OVER A PERIOD OF 5 FISCAL YEARS, AGGREGATE LOANS 17 

TO A PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL MAY NOT EXCEED $500,000. 18 

 

 (E) WHEN MAKING A DETERMINATION WHETHER TO APPROVE A PUBLIC 19 

CHARTER SCHOOL FACILITY LOAN FROM THE FUND, THE STATE BOARD OR THE 20 

BOARD’S DESIGNEE SHALL CONSIDER THE FOLLOWING FACTORS: 21 

 

  (1) THE SOUNDNESS OF THE FINANCIAL BUSINESS PLAN OF THE 22 

APPLICANT; 23 

 

  (2) THE AVAILABILITY OF OTHER SOURCES OF FUNDING TO THE 24 

PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL; 25 

 

  (3) THE GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION OF LOANS FROM THE FUND; 26 

 

  (4) WHETHER A LOAN FROM THE FUND WILL IMPROVE THE 27 

LIKELIHOOD THAT THE PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL WILL RECEIVE OTHER 28 

PRIVATE OR PUBLIC FUNDING; 29 
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  (5) INNOVATIVE PLANS THE PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL HAS TO 1 

USE MONEY RECEIVED FROM THE FUND TO ENHANCE OR LEVERAGE OTHER 2 

FUNDING OPPORTUNITIES, INCLUDING LOAN GUARANTEES OR OTHER TYPES OF 3 

CREDIT ENHANCEMENTS; AND 4 

 

  (6) THE FINANCIAL NEEDS OF THE PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL. 5 

 

 (F) (1) ON OR BEFORE SEPTEMBER 1 OF EACH FISCAL YEAR, THE 6 

STATE BOARD SHALL REPORT TO EACH COUNTY BOARD THE BALANCE 7 

OUTSTANDING ON ANY LOAN FROM THE FUND TO A PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL 8 

IN THE COUNTY. 9 

 

  (2) (I) BEGINNING WITH THE FIRST FISCAL YEAR FOLLOWING 10 

THE FISCAL YEAR IN WHICH A PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL RECEIVED A LOAN 11 

FROM THE FUND, THE PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL SHALL REMIT TO THE STATE 12 

BOARD THE REQUIRED ANNUAL REPAYMENT AMOUNT AGREED ON BY THE 13 

STATE BOARD AND THE PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL. 14 

 

   (II) A LOAN FROM THE FUND, TOGETHER WITH INTEREST IN 15 

THE AMOUNT REQUIRED BY THE STATE BOARD, SHALL BE REPAID IN EQUAL 16 

ANNUAL INSTALLMENTS OVER A PERIOD, NOT TO EXCEED 15 YEARS, AGREED TO 17 

BY THE PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL AND THE STATE BOARD. 18 

 

   (III) ALL MONEY COLLECTED BY THE STATE BOARD UNDER 19 

THIS SECTION SHALL BE CREDITED TO THE FUND. 20 

 

 (G) THE STATE BOARD SHALL ADOPT REGULATIONS TO IMPLEMENT 21 

THIS SECTION. 22 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 23 

October 1, 2010. 24
