(@) THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF MONTGOMERY COUNTY AND THE
COUNTY COUNCIL OF PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY MAY JOINTLY AUTHORIZE AN
APPROPRIATE SUPPLEMENTARY SALARY FOR THE COMMISSIONERS APPOINTED

(3) The salary shall be paid every 2 weeks.

(b)  While in office, commissioners may participate in any Commission
program of group health, life, and disability insurance to the same extent and under
the same terms as Commission staff.
