 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 15 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 16

 (a) Subject to subsections (b) and (c) of this section, § 3–711 of this subtitle, and 19 

Title 7, Subtitle 5 of this article, an inmate committed to the custody of the Commissioner 20 

is entitled to a diminution of the inmate’s term of confinement as provided under this 21 

subtitle. 22 

 

 (b) An inmate who is serving a sentence for a violation of § 3–303[,] OR § 3–304 23 

OF THE CRIMINAL LAW ARTICLE INVOLVING A VICTIM WHO IS A CHILD UNDER THE 24 

AGE OF 16 YEARS, OR AN INMATE WHO IS SERVING A SENTENCE FOR A VIOLATION OF 25 

§ 3–305[,] or § 3–306 of the Criminal Law Article, AS THE SECTIONS EXISTED BEFORE 26 

OCTOBER 1, 2017, involving a victim who is a child under the age of 16 years, is not 27 

entitled to a diminution of the inmate’s term of confinement as provided under this subtitle. 28 

 

 (c) An inmate who is serving a sentence for a violation of § 3–307 of the Criminal 29 

Law Article involving a victim who is a child under the age of 16 years is not entitled to a 30 

diminution of the inmate’s term of confinement as provided under this subtitle, if the 31 

inmate was previously convicted of a violation of § 3–307 of the Criminal Law Article 32 

involving a victim who is a child under the age of 16 years. 33

 (a) (1) In this section the following words have the meanings indicated. 35 

 

  (2) “Sexual offense” means: 36 
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   (i) a violation of: 1 

 

    1. § 3–305[,] OR § 3–306[,] OF THE CRIMINAL LAW 2 

ARTICLE AS THE SECTIONS EXISTED BEFORE OCTOBER 1, 2017; OR  3 

 

    2. § 3–307, § 3–308, § 3–309, § 3–310, § 3–311, or § 3–312 of 4 

the Criminal Law Article; or 5 

 

   (ii) an attempt to violate: 6 

 

    1. § 3–305[,] OR § 3–306[,] OF THE CRIMINAL LAW 7

    2. § 3–307[,] or § 3–308 of the Criminal Law Article as a 10

  (3) “State correctional facility” does not include: 12

   (ii) the Baltimore City Detention Center. 14 

 

 (b) If an inmate is convicted of and sentenced to a term of imprisonment for a 15 

sexual offense that was committed while the inmate was serving a sentence in a State or 16 

local correctional facility, the sentence for the sexual offense shall run consecutive to the 17 

sentence that the inmate was serving at the time of the sexual offense. 18 

 

 (c) (1) If an inmate is convicted of and sentenced to a term of imprisonment 19 

for a sexual offense that was committed while the inmate was being held for a bail hearing, 20 

arraignment, trial, or sentencing on another charge in a State or local correctional facility 21 

and, before the imposition of the sentence for the sexual offense, the inmate was sentenced 22 

to a term of imprisonment for the charge for which the inmate was being held at the time 23 

of the sexual offense, the sentence imposed for the sexual offense shall run consecutive to 24 

the sentence imposed for the charge for which the inmate was being held at the time of the 25 

sexual offense. 26 

 

  (2) If an inmate is convicted of and sentenced to a term of imprisonment 27 

for a sexual offense that was committed while the inmate was being held for a bail hearing, 28 

arraignment, trial, or sentencing on another charge in a State or local correctional facility 29 

and, at the time that the sentence for the sexual offense is imposed, the inmate has not 30 

been sentenced on the other charge, any sentence of imprisonment eventually imposed for 31 

the other charge shall run consecutive to the sentence imposed for the sexual offense. 32

has been sentenced to a term of imprisonment shall be allowed deductions from the 2 

inmate’s term of confinement as provided under this subtitle for any period of presentence 3 

or postsentence confinement in a local correctional facility.

allowed deductions from the inmate’s term of confinement as provided under this subtitle 10 

for any period of presentence or postsentence confinement in a local correctional facility. 11 

 

  (2) This subsection may not be construed to require an inmate to serve a 12 

longer sentence of confinement than is authorized by the statute under which the inmate 13 

was convicted. 14 

 

 (c) (1) An inmate who is serving a sentence for a violation of § 3–307 of the 15 

Criminal Law Article involving a victim who is a child under the age of 16 years, who has 16 

previously been convicted of violating § 3–307 of the Criminal Law Article involving a 17 

victim who is a child under the age of 16 years, may not be allowed deductions from the 18 

inmate’s term of confinement as provided under this subtitle for any period of presentence 19 

or postsentence confinement in a local correctional facility. 20 

 

  (2) This subsection may not be construed to require an inmate to serve a 21 

longer sentence of confinement than is authorized by the statute under which the inmate 22 

was convicted.

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   (iii) threaten, or place the victim in fear, that the victim, or an 1 

individual known to the victim, imminently will be subject to death, suffocation, 2 

strangulation, disfigurement, serious physical injury, or kidnapping; 3

   (v) commit the crime in connection with a burglary in the first, 5 

second, or third degree. 6

 (c) A person 18 years of age or older may not violate subsection (a) of this section 9 

involving a victim who is a child under the age of 13 years. 10 

 

 (d) (1) Except as provided in paragraphs (2), (3), and (4) of this subsection, a 11 

person who violates subsection (a) of this section is guilty of the felony of rape in the first 12 

degree and on conviction is subject to imprisonment not exceeding life. 13 

 

  (2) A person who violates subsection (b) of this section is guilty of the felony 14 

of rape in the first degree and on conviction is subject to imprisonment not exceeding life 15 

without the possibility of parole. 16 

 

  (3) A person who violates subsection (a) or (b) of this section is guilty of the 17 

felony of rape in the first degree and on conviction is subject to imprisonment not exceeding 18 

life without the possibility of parole if the defendant was previously convicted of violating 19 

this section, or § 3–305 of this subtitle AS IT EXISTED BEFORE OCTOBER 1, 2017. 20 

 

  (4) (i) Subject to subparagraph (iv) of this paragraph, a person 18 years 21 

of age or older who violates subsection (c) of this section is guilty of the felony of rape in the 22 

first degree and on conviction is subject to imprisonment for not less than 25 years and not 23 

exceeding life without the possibility of parole. 24 

 

   (ii) A court may not suspend any part of the mandatory minimum 25 

sentence of 25 years. 26 

 

   (iii) The person is not eligible for parole during the mandatory 27 

minimum sentence. 28 

 

   (iv) If the State fails to comply with subsection (e) of this section, the 29 

mandatory minimum sentence shall not apply. 30 

 

 (e) If the State intends to seek a sentence of imprisonment for life without the 31 

possibility of parole under subsection (d)(2), (3), or (4) of this section, or imprisonment for 32 

not less than 25 years under subsection (d)(4) of this section, the State shall notify the 33 

person in writing of the State’s intention at least 30 days before trial. 34 
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3–304. 1 

 

 (a) A person may not engage in vaginal intercourse OR A SEXUAL ACT with 2 

another: 3 

 

  (1) by force, or the threat of force, without the consent of the other; 4 

 

  (2) if the victim is a substantially cognitively impaired individual, a 5 

mentally incapacitated individual, or a physically helpless individual, and the person 6 

performing the act knows or reasonably should know that the victim is a substantially 7 

cognitively impaired individual, a mentally incapacitated individual, or a physically 8 

helpless individual; or 9 

 

  (3) if the victim is under the age of 14 years, and the person performing the 10 

act is at least 4 years older than the victim. 11 

 

 (b) A person 18 years of age or older may not violate subsection (a)(1) or (2) of this 12 

section involving a child under the age of 13 years. 13 

 

 (c) (1) Except as provided in paragraph (2) of this subsection, a person who 14 

violates subsection (a) of this section is guilty of the felony of rape in the second degree and 15 

on conviction is subject to imprisonment not exceeding 20 years. 16 

 

  (2) (i) Subject to subparagraph (iv) of this paragraph, a person 18 years 17 

of age or older who violates subsection (b) of this section is guilty of the felony of rape in the 18 

second degree and on conviction is subject to imprisonment for not less than 15 years and 19 

not exceeding life. 20 

 

   (ii) A court may not suspend any part of the mandatory minimum 21 

sentence of 15 years. 22 

 

   (iii) The person is not eligible for parole during the mandatory 23 

minimum sentence. 24 

 

   (iv) If the State fails to comply with subsection (d) of this section, the 25 

mandatory minimum sentence shall not apply. 26 

 

 (d) If the State intends to seek a sentence of imprisonment for not less than 15 27 

years under subsection (c)(2) of this section, the State shall notify the person in writing of 28 

the State’s intention at least 30 days before trial.

sexual act is at least 4 years older than the victim. 16

 (c) (1) Except as provided in paragraph (2) of this subsection, a person who 19 

violates this section is guilty of the felony of sexual offense in the second degree and on 20 

conviction is subject to imprisonment not exceeding 20 years. 21 

 

  (2) (i) Subject to subparagraph (iv) of this paragraph, a person 18 years 22 

of age or older who violates subsection (b) of this section is guilty of the felony of sexual 23 

offense in the second degree and on conviction is subject to imprisonment for not less than 24

sentence of 15 years. 27 

 

   (iii) The person is not eligible for parole during the mandatory 28 

minimum sentence.

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 (d) If the State intends to seek a sentence of imprisonment for not less than 15 1 

years under subsection (c)(2) of this section, the State shall notify the person in writing of 2 

the State’s intention at least 30 days before trial.] 3

 (d) (1) Except as provided in paragraph (2) of this subsection, a person who 5 

violates this section is guilty of the misdemeanor of sexual offense in the fourth degree and 6 

on conviction is subject to imprisonment not exceeding 1 year or a fine not exceeding $1,000 7 

or both. 8 

 

  (2) (i) On conviction of a violation of this section, a person who has been 9 

convicted on a prior occasion not arising from the same incident of a violation of §§ 3–303 10 

through 3–310 OF THIS SUBTITLE, § 3–311 OR § 3–312 OF THIS SUBTITLE AS THE 11 

SECTIONS EXISTED BEFORE OCTOBER 1, 2017, [or] § 3–315 of this subtitle, or § 3–602 12 

of this title is subject to imprisonment not exceeding 3 years or a fine not exceeding $1,000 13 

or both.

 (b) A person who violates this section is guilty of a felony and on conviction is 20 

subject to imprisonment not exceeding life.] 21

 (a) A person may not attempt to commit a sexual offense in the second degree. 23 

 

 (b) A person who violates this section is guilty of a felony and on conviction is 24 

subject to imprisonment not exceeding 20 years.] 25 

 
3–313. 26 

 

 (a) On conviction of a violation of § 3–304, [§ 3–306,] § 3–307, OR § 3–310[, or § 27 

3–312] of this subtitle, a person who has been convicted on a prior occasion not arising from 28 

the same incident of any violation of [§]§ 3–303 [through 3–306] OR § 3–304 OF THIS 29 

SUBTITLE, OR § 3–305 OR § 3–306 of this subtitle AS THE SECTIONS EXISTED BEFORE 30 

OCTOBER 1, 2017, is subject to imprisonment not exceeding life. 31 
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 (b) If the State intends to proceed against a person under this section, it shall 1 

comply with the procedures set forth in the Maryland Rules for the indictment and trial of 2 

a subsequent offender.

 (a) A person may not engage in a continuing course of conduct which includes 10 

three or more acts that would constitute violations of § 3–303, § 3–304, [§ 3–305, § 3–306,] 11 

or § 3–307 of this subtitle, OR VIOLATIONS OF § 3–305 OR § 3–306 OF THIS SUBTITLE 12 

AS THE SECTIONS EXISTED BEFORE OCTOBER 1, 2017, over a period of 90 days or more, 13 

with a victim who is under the age of 14 years at any time during the course of conduct. 14 

 

 (b) (1) A person who violates this section is guilty of a felony and on conviction 15 

is subject to imprisonment not exceeding 30 years. 16 

 

  (2) A sentence imposed under this section may be separate from and 17 

consecutive to or concurrent with a sentence under § 3–602 of this title. 18 

 

 (c) In determining whether the required number of acts occurred in violation of 19 

this section, the trier of fact: 20
