FOR the purpose of requiring a police officer to direct a person to submit to certain
tests if the person is involved in a motor vehicle accident that results in the
death of, or a life—threatening injury to, another person and the police officer
has reasonable grounds to believe that the person has been driving or
attempting to drive in violation of certain alcohol- or drug-related driving
offenses; and generally relating to a requirement that a police officer direct a
person to submit to certain tests if the person is involved in a motor vehicle
accident that results in a death or life-threatening injury under certain
circumstances.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

(a) (1) (1) In this section the following words have the meanings
indicated.

1v) “Test” means, unless the context requires otherwise:

1. A test of a person’s breath or of 1 specimen of a
person’s blood to determine alcohol concentration;

2. A test or tests of 1 specimen of a person’s blood to
determine the drug or controlled dangerous substance content of the person’s blood; or

3. Both:

A. A test of a person’s breath or a test of 1 specimen of a
person’s blood, to determine alcohol concentration; and

B. A test or tests of 1 specimen of a person’s blood to
determine the drug or controlled dangerous substance content of the person’s blood.

(c) (1) If a person is involved in a motor vehicle accident that results in
the death of, or a life threatening injury to, another person and the person is detained
by a police officer who has reasonable grounds to believe that the person has been
driving or attempting to drive while under the influence of alcohol, while impaired by
alcohol, while so far impaired by any drug, any combination of drugs, or a combination
of one or more drugs and alcohol that the person could not drive a vehicle safely, while
impaired by a controlled dangerous substance, or in violation of § 16—813 of this title],
the]:

(1) THE POLICE OFFICER SHALL DIRECT THAT THE PERSON
SUBMIT TO A TEST; AND

(I1) 'THE person shall be required to submit, as directed by the
officer, to a test of:

[H] 1. The person’s breath to determine alcohol
concentration;

[G)] 2. One specimen of the person’s blood, to determine
alcohol concentration or to determine the drug or controlled dangerous substance
content of the person’s blood; or

[Gi1)] 3. Both the person’s breath under item [(1)] 1 of this
[paragraph] ITEM and one specimen of the person’s blood under item [(ii)] 2 of this
[paragraph] ITEM.
