 WHEREAS, The Reason Foundation has found that the overwhelming majority of 12 

public–private partnership road expansion projects require public subsidies; and  13 

 

 WHEREAS, The Maryland Department of Transportation has said the I–495 and  14 

I–270 Public–Private Partnership will not require any public subsidies; and 15 

 

 WHEREAS, It is the intent of the General Assembly to make clear that any 16 

submitted budget seeking additional State taxpayer funds for the I–495 and I–270  17 

Public–Private Partnership will be reduced from the budget; and 18 

 

 WHEREAS, Governor Hogan has claimed this is the largest highway P3 in the world; 19 

and 20 

 

 WHEREAS, The Maryland Department of Transportation and the Comptroller 21 

reached detailed agreements to amend the Pre–Solicitation Report in January of 2020; and 22 

 

 WHEREAS, The General Assembly wants to ensure that these promises are kept; 23 

now, therefore, 24
