 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 11 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 12

 (a) The provisions of this section and §§ 9–508 through 9–514 of this subtitle do 15 

not apply to: 16 

 

  (1) the Baltimore City Detention Center; 17 
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  (2) the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore; or 1 

 

  (3) the public roads of Baltimore City. 2 

 

 (b) Each male inmate of a State or local correctional facility may [be required to] 3 

work on public roads in accordance with §§ 9–508 through 9–514 of this subtitle. 4 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 5
