SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

GOVERNMENT ARTICLE, ON:

(1) AN UPDATE ON THE OVERALL PROGRESS OF THE STATE IN
REDUCING GREENHOUSE GAS EMISSIONS ASSOCIATED WITH FOOD AND BEVERAGES
PROCURED BY THE STATE; AND

(2) RECOMMENDATIONS FOR POLICY CHANGES TO FURTHER REDUCE
GREENHOUSE GAS EMISSIONS FROM FOOD AND BEVERAGES OR TO ACHIEVE MORE
QUICKLY THE REDUCTION GOALS ESTABLISHED UNDER THIS SECTION.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That:

(@)  On or before December 31, 2020, the Maryland Green Purchasing Committee
shall submit an interim report to the General Assembly, in accordance with § 2—1257 of the
State Government Article, on the progress of developing strategies and policy
recommendations required under § 14-410.1(a)(3) of the State Finance and Procurement
Article, as enacted by Section 1 of this Act.

()  On or before October 1, 2021, the Maryland Green Purchasing Committee
shall submit a final report to the General Assembly, in accordance with § 2-1257 of the
State Government Article, on strategies and policy recommendations required under §
14-410.1(a)(3) of the State Finance and Procurement Article, as enacted by Section 1 of this
Act, including any recommendations for legislation.

SECTION 2= 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That the catchline contained in
this Act is not law and may not be considered to have been enacted as part of this Act.

SECTION 3= 4. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
July 1, 2020. It shall remain effective for a period of 10 years and 6 months and, at the end
of December 31, 2030, this Act, with no further action required by the General Assembly,
shall be abrogated and of no further force and effect.
