SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Business Regulation

11-702.

[(e) The licensee shall allocate to the Union Hospital of Cecil County all profits
earned under this subtitle, including money from pari—mutuel betting, admission charges,
and other receipts.]

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2019.
