   (III) SUBMITTED TO THE BOARD. 17 

 

  (2) UNLESS, WITHIN 15 DAYS AFTER THE HEARING BOARD 18 

SUBMITS ITS DECISION TO THE BOARD, THE BOARD OR A MEMBER OF THE 19 

BOARD FINDS THAT A FULL HEARING BY THE BOARD IS REQUIRED: 20 

 

   (I) THE DECISION OF THE HEARING BOARD IS FINAL; 21 

 

   (II) THE DECISION IS A FINAL DECISION OF THE BOARD; 22 

AND 23 

 

   (III) A PARTY WHO IS AGGRIEVED BY THE DECISION IS 24 

ENTITLED TO JUDICIAL REVIEW AS PROVIDED IN § 5–209 OF THIS TITLE. 25
