 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 17 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 18

SUBMITTING THE APPLICATION REQUIRED UNDER PARAGRAPH (1) OF THIS 2

   (I) HAS RESIDED IN MARYLAND FOR LESS THAN 1 YEAR;  4 

 

   (II) HELD A VALID HUNTING LICENSE IN THE PERSON’S 5 

PREVIOUS STATE OF RESIDENCE FOR THE PREVIOUS 3 YEARS; AND  6 

 

   (III) PAYS THE APPLICABLE FEES SPECIFIED UNDER 7 

SUBSECTION (G)(4) OF THIS SECTION.  8 

 
 (g) (4) Subject to paragraph (6) of this subsection, the fees for hunting licenses 9 

are according to the following schedule: 10 

 

   (i) Resident, junior, under the age of 16 years ......................  $10.50 11 

 

   (ii) Resident, regular, at least 16 years old and under the age of 65 12

   (iii) Resident, senior, at least 65 years old .................................  $5.00 14 

 

   (iv) Nonresident, regular, at least 16 years old ...................... $130.00 15 

 

   (v) Nonresident, junior, under the age of 16 years .................  $65.00 16 

 

   (vi) Complimentary license authorized to be issued under § 10–303 17 

of this subtitle................................................................................................................... No fee 18 

 

   (vii) Nonresident 3–day hunting license ...................................  $45.00 19 

 

   (viii) Resident apprentice ............................................................ $10.00 20 

 

   (ix) Nonresident apprentice  ...................................................... $20.00 21
