FOR the purpose of prohibiting a landlord from using a lease or form of lease containing an
estoppel certificate or a subordination, non—disturbance, and attornment agreement
or requiring a tenant to agree to sign an estoppel certificate or a subordination,
non—disturbance, and attornment agreement as a provision of a lease; providing for
the construction of this Act; providing that existing obligations or contract rights
may not be impaired by this Act; and generally relating to lease agreements.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Real Property

8-119.

(A) A LANDLORD MAY NOT USE A LEASE OR FORM OF LEASE CONTAINING,
OR REQUIRE AS A PROVISION OF A LEASE THAT A TENANT AGREE TO SIGN:

(1) AN ESTOPPEL CERTIFICATE; OR

(2) A SUBORDINATION, NON-DISTURBANCE, AND ATTORNMENT
AGREEMENT.

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(B) NOTHING IN THIS SECTION MAY BE CONSTRUED AS PROHIBITING A
LANDLORD FROM REQUESTING THAT A TENANT AGREE TO SIGN AN ESTOPPEL
CERTIFICATE OR A SUBORDINATION, NON-DISTURBANCE, AND ATTORNMENT
AGREEMENT SEPARATELY FROM A LEASE AGREEMENT.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That a presently existing obligation
or contract right may not be impaired in any way by this Act.

SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2021.
