SHALL BE RENDERED INVALID BY SUBSTANTIALLY CHANGED CIRCUMSTANCES IF, 19 

SINCE THE EXECUTION OF THE COVENANT: 20 

 

  (1) AT LEAST 100 YEARS HAVE ELAPSED; AND 21 

 

  (2) A STATE HIGHWAY HAS BEEN CONSTRUCTED ON PROPERTY 22 
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ADJOINING THE CEMETERY COMPANY’S PROPERTY. 1 

 
 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 2
