 (d) A sports wagering licensee or sports wagering operator that advertises in the 17 

State [may] SHALL contract with an independent evaluator licensed under subsection (b) 18 

of this section to evaluate and rate the sports wagering licensee’s sports wagering content, 19 

sports wagering experts, sports wagering influencers, and content partners. 20 
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 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 1
