FOR the purpose of repealing a requirement that a transfer of a minimum security
inmate from a State correctional facility to a local correctional facility be for
participation in community—oriented correctional programs; authorizing the
Secretary of Public Safety and Correctional Services to make a certain transfer
of an inmate; making a certain clarifying change; and generally relating to the
transfer of inmates.

Section 9-304
Annotated Code of Maryland

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Correctional Services
9-304.

By mutual agreement with a county or counties, the [Commissioner of
Correction] SECRETARY may transfer a minimum security inmate IN A STATE
CORRECTIONAL FACILITY to a local correctional facility operated by the county or
counties [for participation in community—oriented correctional programs].
