 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 13 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 14

 (A) Notwithstanding any other law, a judge may sentence an individual to a 17 

local correctional facility if: 18 

 

  (1) the sentence to be then executed is for a period of not more than 19

  (2) the judge imposing the sentence is in a jurisdiction that is a party 21 

to the operation and maintenance of the local correctional facility to which the 22 

individual is sentenced. 23 
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 (B) A JUDGE MAY NOT SENTENCE AN INDIVIDUAL TO A LOCAL 1 

CORRECTIONAL FACILITY FOR A PERIOD EXCEEDING 12 MONTHS. 2
