A BILL ENTITLED
AN ACT concerning
Real Property — Recovery of Possession — Filing of Sworn Affidavit

FOR the purpose of requiring the District Court to issue, and a sheriff to immediately
execute, a warrant for possession of a property to return a property to a person that
has submitted a sworn affidavit stating that a person is unlawfully in possession of
the property; and generally relating to actions for repossession of real property.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Real Property

14-132.1.

(A) A PERSON CLAIMING POSSESSION OF A PROPERTY UNDER LAW MAY
SUBMIT A SWORN AFFIDAVIT TO THE DISTRICT COURT OF THE COUNTY IN WHICH
THE PROPERTY IS LOCATED STATING THAT THE PERSON IN POSSESSION OF THE
PROPERTY IS UNLAWFULLY ON THE PROPERTY.

(B) ON RECEIPT OF AN AFFIDAVIT SUBMITTED UNDER SUBSECTION (A) OF
THIS SECTION, THE DISTRICT COURT SHALL ISSUE A WARRANT TO THE SHERIFF,
WHO SHALL PROCEED IMMEDIATELY TO EXECUTE THE WARRANT AND RETURN
POSSESSION OF THE PROPERTY TO THE PERSON CLAIMING POSSESSION.
