Association of Boards of Education in any suit that arises from a vehicular accident 7 

or an act or omission of an officer, a director, or an employee of the entity, except if 8 

the act or omission constitutes gross negligence, reckless, willful, or wanton 9 

misconduct, or intentionally tortious conduct; providing for the application of this 10

NOT BE HELD LIABLE BEYOND THE LIMITS OF THE ENTITY’S INSURANCE COVERAGE 2 

UNDER THE CONTRACT WITH THE HARFORD COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION 3 

THROUGH THE MARYLAND ASSOCIATION OF BOARDS OF EDUCATION IN ANY SUIT 4 

THAT ARISES FROM:  5
