  [(8)] (7) the Victor Cullen Center; 9 

 

  [(9)] (8) the Western Maryland Children’s Center; 10 

 

  [(10)] (9) the Garrett Children’s Center; and 11 

 

  [(11)] (10) the youth centers. 12 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 13
