SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article - Health Occupations
3—313.

Subject to the hearing provisions of § 3—315 of this subtitle, the Board may deny a
license to any applicant, reprimand any licensee, place any licensee on probation, with or
without conditions, or suspend or revoke a license, or any combination thereof, if the
applicant or licensee:

(28) Violates any provision of this title; [or]

(29) Fails to submit to a criminal history records check in accordance with §
3-302.1 of this subtitle; OR

(30) FAILS TO COMPLY WITH ANY BOARD ORDER.
3-316.

(a)  Except as provided in this section for an action under § 3—313 of this subtitle,
any person aggrieved by a final decision of the Board in a contested case, as defined in the
Administrative Procedure Act, may petition for judicial review as allowed by the
Administrative Procedure Act.

(b)  Any person aggrieved by a final decision of the Board under § 3—313 of this
subtitle may not appeal to the Secretary but may take a direct judicial appeal as provided
in the Administrative Procedure Act.

(C) (1) THE BOARD MAY GRANT A STAY OF ENFORCEMENT OF A BOARD
ORDER IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURE ACT.
