 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 21 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 22

 [SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, on or before December 9 

1, 2013, the Office of the Comptroller shall report to the House Ways and Means 10 

Committee and the Senate Budget and Taxation Committee, in accordance with §  11 

2–1246 of the State Government Article, on the implementation of this Act.] 12 

 

 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 13 

October 1, 2012. Section 1 of this Act shall remain effective for a period of [1 year] 6 14 

YEARS and, at the end of September 30, [2013] 2018, with no further action required 15 

by the General Assembly, Section 1 of this Act shall be abrogated and of no further 16 

force and effect. 17 

 

 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 18 

July 1, 2013. Section 1 of this Act shall remain effective until the taking effect of the 19 

termination provision specified in Section 3 of Chapter 451 of the Acts of 2012. If that 20 

termination provision takes effect, Section 1 of this Act shall be abrogated and of no 21 

further force and effect. 22
