 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 24 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 25

 (g) “Licensed private detective agency” means, unless the context requires 29 

otherwise, a person who is licensed by the Secretary to conduct a business that provides 30 

private detective services. 31 

 

 (h) “Private detective” means an individual who personally provides private 32 

detective services. 33

15 

 

   (ii) If the applicant is a firm, the applicant shall pay the cost of the 16 

fingerprint card record checks for each firm member. 17 

 

 (c) (1) The Department of State Police shall apply to the Central Repository 18 

for a State and national criminal history records check for each applicant. 19 

 

  (2) As part of the application for a criminal history records check, the 20 

Department of State Police shall submit to the Central Repository: 21 

 

   (i) two complete sets of the applicant’s legible fingerprints taken on 22 

forms approved by the Director of the Central Repository and the Director of the Federal 23 

Bureau of Investigation; 24 

 

   (ii) the fee authorized under § 10–221(b)(7) of the Criminal 25 

Procedure Article for access to Maryland criminal history records; and 26 

 

   (iii) the mandatory processing fee required by the Federal Bureau of 27 

Investigation for a national criminal history records check. 28 

 

  (3) In accordance with §§ 10–201 through 10–234 of the Criminal 29 

Procedure Article, the Central Repository shall forward to the applicant and the 30 
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Department of State Police a printed statement of the applicant’s criminal history record 1 

information. 2 

 

  (4) The subject of a criminal history records check under this section may 3 

contest the contents of the printed statement issued by the Central Repository as provided 4 

in § 10–223 of the Criminal Procedure Article. 5 

 

 (d) (1) If the applicant is an individual, the application [form] provided by the 6 

Secretary shall require: 7 

 

   (i) the name of the applicant; 8 

 

   (ii) the age of the applicant; 9 

 

   (iii) the address of the applicant; and 10 

 

   (iv) the current and previous employment of the applicant. 11 

 

  (2) If the applicant is a firm, the application [form] provided by the 12 

Secretary shall require: 13 

 

   (i) a list of all of the firm members; and 14 

 

   (ii) for each firm member, the same information required regarding 15 

an individual applicant under paragraph (1) of this subsection. 16 

 

  (3) For all applicants, the application [form] shall require: 17 

 

   (i) the address of the applicant’s proposed principal place of 18 

business and of each proposed branch office; 19 

 

   (ii) any trade or fictitious name that the applicant intends to use 20 

while conducting the business of the private detective agency; 21 

 

   (iii) the submission of a facsimile of any trademark that the applicant 22 

intends to use while conducting the business of the private detective agency; and 23 

 

   (iv) as the Secretary considers appropriate, any other information to 24 

assist in the evaluation of: 25 

 

    1. an individual applicant; or 26 

 

    2. if the applicant is a firm, any firm member. 27 

 

 (e) The application [form] provided by the Secretary shall contain a statement 28 

advising the applicant that willfully making a false statement on an application is a 29 
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misdemeanor, subject to a fine or imprisonment or both, as provided under §§ 13–705 and 1 

13–707 of this title. 2 

 

 (f) (1) If the applicant is an individual, the application [form] shall be signed, 3 

under oath, by the individual. 4 

 

  (2) If the applicant is a firm, the application [form] shall be signed, under 5 

oath, by the representative member, as the representative member, and by all the other 6 

firm members. 7 

 

 (g) (1) If the applicant is an individual, the application shall be accompanied 8 

by at least three names of individuals who can attest to the character of the applicant. 9 

 

  (2) If the applicant is a firm, the application shall be accompanied by at 10 

least three names of individuals who can attest to the character of each firm member. 11 

 

 (h) An applicant for a license who intends to employ at least 5 individuals as 12 

private detectives shall submit with the application proof of commercial general liability 13 

insurance, including errors and omissions and completed operations with a $1,000,000 total 14 

aggregate minimum, as required under § 13–604 of this title. 15 

 

 (i) In addition to meeting the other requirements of this section, a nonresident 16 

applicant shall submit a consent and any related document, as required by § 13–605 of this 17 

title. 18

 (a) By regulation, the Secretary shall stagger the terms of the licenses. 20 

 

 (b) Unless a license is renewed for a 3–year term as provided in this section, the 21 

license expires on the day that the Secretary sets. 22 

 

 (c) At least 1 month before a license expires, the Secretary shall [mail or] 23 

electronically transmit to the licensee A NOTICE THAT STATES: 24 

 

  (1) [a renewal application form; and 25 

 

  (2) a notice that states: 26 

 

   (i)] the date on which the current license expires; 27

individual is described as a security guard, watchman, or private patrolman or by other 26

  (1) (i) is an employee of a security guard agency; and 28 

 

   (ii) provides security guard services to another person on behalf of 29 

the security guard agency; or 30 

 

  (2) (i) is an employee of a security guard employer; and 31 
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   (ii) provides security guard services to the security guard employer. 1 

 

 (l) (1) “Security guard agency” means a person who conducts a business that 2 

provides security guard services. 3 

 

  (2) “Security guard agency” does not include: 4 

 

   (i) a person that is primarily engaged in the business of owning, 5 

maintaining, or otherwise managing property; or 6 

 

   (ii) a security guard employer. 7 

 

 (m) (1) “Security guard employer” means a person who employs security 8 

guards only to provide security guard services to the person.

   (ii) a complete set of the applicant’s legible fingerprints taken [on 16 

federal fingerprint cards] IN A FORMAT APPROVED BY THE DIRECTOR OF THE 17 

CENTRAL REPOSITORY AND THE DIRECTOR OF THE FEDERAL BUREAU OF 18 

INVESTIGATION; 19 

 

   (iii) the statements required under § 19–309 of this subtitle and any 20 

other documentation that may be required by the Secretary to renew the agency license 21 

under this subtitle; and 22 

 

   (iv) two photographs of the applicant in a format approved by the 23 

Secretary. 24 

 

 (e) The Secretary shall renew the license of each licensee who meets the 25 

requirements of this section. 26

  (4) submit to the licensed security guard agency or the security guard 4

   (i) a sworn application [on the form the Secretary provides] IN THE 6 

MANNER AND FORMAT DESIGNATED BY THE SECRETARY; 7 

 

   (ii) the fingerprints required under § 19–304(c) of this title; 8 

 

   (iii) a nonrefundable application fee of $15; 9 

 

   (iv) a declaration under the penalties of perjury stating whether: 10 

 

    1. the individual has been convicted of: 11 

 

    A. a disqualifying crime, under § 5–101 of the Public Safety 12 

Article; or 13 

 

    B. a crime of violence, under § 14–101 of the Criminal Law 14 

Article; 15 

 

    2. if currently or formerly employed as a police officer, the 16 

individual has had any formal findings by a court, hearing board, or other governmental 17 

entity of unlawful or excessive use of force or of making a false statement during the 18 

individual’s employment with the law enforcement agency; and 19 

 

    3. the individual plans to carry a handgun in the course of 20 

providing security guard services; and 21
