SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

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Article — Correctional Services

9-602.1.

(A) The Department of State Police shall investigate any death of an incarcerated
individual suspected to be a homicide that occurs while the incarcerated individual is in
the custody of the Division of Correction whether within or outside a correctional facility.

(B) ON OR BEFORE DECEMBER 31 EACH YEAR, THE DEPARTMENT OF
STATE POLICE SHALL POST ON ITS WEBSITE AND SUBMIT TO THE GOVERNOR AND,
IN ACCORDANCE WITH § 2-1257 OF THE STATE GOVERNMENT ARTICLE, THE
GENERAL ASSEMBLY A REPORT DETAILING FOR THE PRECEDING CALENDAR YEAR:

(1) THE NUMBER OF INVESTIGATIONS COMPLETED BY THE
DEPARTMENT OF STATE POLICE UNDER THIS SECTION; AND

(2) THE NUMBER OF CASES REFERRED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF
STATE POLICE FOR PROSECUTION FOLLOWING AN INVESTIGATION COMPLETED
UNDER THIS SECTION.
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1 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
2 October 1, 2024.
