SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article - Criminal Law
3-322.
(a) (1) A person may not:

[(1)] (1) take the sexual organ of another [or of an animal] in the
person’s mouth;

[(2] (1) place the person’s sexual organ in the mouth of another [or
of an animal]; or

[(3)] (III) commit another unnatural or perverted sexual practice with
another [or with an animal].

EXPLANATION: CAPITALS INDICATE MATTER ADDED TO EXISTING LAW.

[Brackets] indicate matter deleted from existing law.
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(2) A PERSON MAY NOT:

(I) TAKE THE SEXUAL ORGAN OF AN ANIMAL IN THE
PERSON’S MOUTH;

(I) PLACE THE PERSON’S SEXUAL ORGAN IN THE MOUTH OF
AN ANIMAL; OR

(II) COMMIT ANOTHER UNNATURAL OR PERVERTED SEXUAL
PRACTICE WITH AN ANIMAL.

(b) (1) A person who violates SUBSECTION (A)(1) OF this section is guilty
of a misdemeanor and on conviction is subject to imprisonment not exceeding 10 years
or a fine not exceeding $1,000 or both.

(2) A PERSON WHO VIOLATES SUBSECTION (A)(2) OF THIS
SECTION IS GUILTY OF A FELONY AND ON CONVICTION IS SUBJECT TO
IMPRISONMENT NOT EXCEEDING 10 YEARS OR A FINE NOT EXCEEDING $1,000
OR BOTH.

(c) A person who violates this section is subject to § 5—-106(b) of the Courts
Article.

(d)  Anindictment for a violation of this section:

(1)  1s sufficient if it states that the defendant committed an unnatural
and perverted sexual practice with a person or animal as applicable; but

(2) need not state the particular:

(1) unnatural or perverted sexual practice with which the
defendant is charged; or

(1) manner in which the defendant committed the unnatural or
perverted sexual practice.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2012.
