SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Insurance

18-117.1.

EACH CARRIER SHALL PROVIDE TO EACH INSURED UNDER A POLICY OR
CONTRACT OF LONG-TERM CARE INSURANCE IN THE STATE AN ANNUAL NOTICE, IN
WRITING OR ELECTRONICALLY, CONTAINING THE INSURED’S POLICY FORM NUMBER
AND THE CARRIER’S CUSTOMER SERVICE TELEPHONE NUMBER.
