  (4) ANY OTHER MONEY FROM ANY OTHER SOURCE ACCEPTED FOR 4 

THE BENEFIT OF THE FUND. 5 

 

 (G) THE FUND MAY BE USED ONLY FOR PROVIDING FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE 6 

IN THE FORM OF GRANTS UNDER THE PROGRAM. 7 

 

 (H) (1) THE STATE TREASURER SHALL INVEST THE MONEY OF THE FUND 8 

IN THE SAME MANNER AS OTHER STATE MONEY MAY BE INVESTED. 9 

 

  (2) ANY INTEREST EARNINGS OF THE FUND SHALL BE CREDITED TO 10 

THE FUND. 11 

 

 (I) EXPENDITURES FROM THE FUND MAY BE MADE ONLY IN ACCORDANCE 12 

WITH THE STATE BUDGET. 13 

 

 (J) FOR EACH OF FISCAL YEARS 2025 THROUGH 2028, THE GOVERNOR 14 

SHALL INCLUDE IN THE ANNUAL BUDGET BILL AN APPROPRIATION OF $10,000,000 15 

TO THE FUND. 16

inconsistent with a federal law, grant agreement, or other federal requirement or with the 20 

terms of a gift or settlement agreement, net interest on all State money allocated by the 21 

State Treasurer under this section to special funds or accounts, and otherwise entitled to 22 

receive interest earnings, as accounted for by the Comptroller, shall accrue to the General 23 

Fund of the State. 24
