 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 16

  (3) 1 representative of the Department of Agriculture designated by the 7 

Secretary of Agriculture; 8 

 

  (4) 1 representative of the Department of Natural Resources Police 9 

designated by the Secretary of Natural Resources; 10 

 

  (5) 1 representative of the Department of Natural Resources, Fisheries 11 

Service, designated by the Secretary of Natural Resources; 12 

 

  (6) 2 representatives of the University of Maryland designated by the 13 

President of the University of Maryland, College Park: 14 

 

   (i) 1 with expertise in aquaculture research; and 15 

 

   (ii) 1 representing the Maryland Cooperative Extension; 16 

 

  (7) 1 representative of the Department of Economic Competitiveness and 17 

Commerce designated by the Secretary of Commerce; 18 

 

  (8) 1 representative of the Department of the Environment designated by 19 

the Secretary of the Environment; 20 

 

  (9) 1 representative of the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene 21 

designated by the Secretary of Health and Mental Hygiene; 22 

 

  (10) 3 representatives of the aquaculture industry designated by the 23 

Governor; 24 

 

  (11) 3 tidal fisheries licensed harvesters, including at least one who is a 25 

member of the Maryland Watermen’s Association designated by the Governor; [and] 26 

 

  (12) 1 representative designated by the President of the University of 27 

Maryland Center for Environmental Science; 28 
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  (13) 1 REPRESENTATIVE OF THE OYSTER RECOVERY PARTNERSHIP 1 

DESIGNATED BY THE OYSTER RECOVERY PARTNERSHIP; AND 2 

 

  (14) 1 REPRESENTATIVE OF THE MARYLAND FARM BUREAU 3 

DESIGNATED BY THE MARYLAND FARM BUREAU. 4 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 5
