SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

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(1) PAY THE WAGES OF AN A COUNTY EMPLOYEE BY DEBIT CARD

REQUIRE A COUNTY EMPLOYEE AS A CONDITION OF EMPLOYMENT TO ELECT
TO RECEIVE THE PAYMENT OF WAGES BY DEBIT CARD OR, SUBJECT TO §
1-205(B) AND (C) OF THIS ARTICLE, BY DIRECT DEPOSIT.

(2) ANY AMOUNT DEDUCTED FROM THE WAGES; AND
(3) THE AMOUNT OF THE WAGES CREDITED TO THE DEBIT CARD.

October 1, 2014.
