 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 19 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 20

5–602. 22 

 

 Except as otherwise provided in this title, a person may not: 23 
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  (1) distribute or dispense a controlled dangerous substance; or 1 

 

  (2) possess a controlled dangerous substance in sufficient quantity 2 

reasonably to indicate under all circumstances an intent to distribute or dispense a 3 

controlled dangerous substance. 4

 (A)  A PERSON MAY NOT KNOWINGLY VIOLATE § 5–602 OF THIS SUBTITLE 6 

WITH A MIXTURE THAT CONTAINS HEROIN AND A DETECTABLE AMOUNT OF 7 

FENTANYL OR ANY ANALOGUE OF FENTANYL. 8 

 

 (B) A PERSON WHO VIOLATES THIS SECTION IS GUILTY OF A FELONY AND, 9 

IN ADDITION TO ANY OTHER PENALTY IMPOSED FOR A VIOLATION OF § 5–602 OF 10 

THIS SUBTITLE, ON CONVICTION IS SUBJECT TO IMPRISONMENT NOT EXCEEDING 10 11 

YEARS.  12 

 

 (C) A SENTENCE IMPOSED UNDER THIS SECTION SHALL BE CONSECUTIVE 13 

TO AND NOT CONCURRENT WITH ANY OTHER SENTENCE IMPOSED UNDER ANY 14 

OTHER PROVISION OF LAW. 15 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 16
